With his father, brother and thirty noblemen he
entered the Benedictine monastery of Citeaux. Two
years later he led a group of monks to establish a
house at Clairvaux, and became its abbot. The
monastic rule which he perfected at Clairvaux
became the model for 163 monasteries of the
Cistercian reform. He was a theologian, poet, orator,
and writer. He is sometimes considered as a Father of
the Church.

St. Rose of Lima, Virgin
August 23

Born in 1586 in Lima, Peru to Spanish
colonists, and named Isabel Flores de
Olivia, she was exceptionally
beautiful. Her beauty was so great that
she was nicknamed "Rose," a name
that remains with her to this day.
According to legend, a servant had a
vision where her face turned into a rose. At her
confirmation in 1597, she officially took the name of
Rose. From an early age, Rose wanted to become a nun.
She often prayed and fasted in secret. She performed
secret penances, some of which were painful and
severe. She performed daily adoration of the Blessed
Sacrament and took daily communion. St. Rose is the
patroness of embroiderers, gardeners, florists, those
who suffer ridicule for their piety, and people who
suffer family problems.
