


Reflecting on the Word as a Family

Luke 20:34-38

Jesus said to them,
"The children of this age marry and remarry;
but those who are deemed worthy to attain to the coming age
and to the resurrection of the dead
neither marry nor are given in marriage. 
They can no longer die,
for they are like angels;
and they are the children of God
because they are the ones who will rise. 
That the dead will rise
even Moses made known in the passage about the bush,
when he called out 'Lord, '
the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob;
and he is not God of the dead, but of the living,
for to him all are alive."

In this passage, some of the Sadducees (leaders of the time) who did not believe in life after death, were trying to trick Jesus with an unlikely situation. Jesus remained calm and gave us an important message about life after death. Jesus explained to the Sadducees that our heavenly lives will be very different to our lives on earth. Those in heaven will not be concerned with the worries of earthly lives. Sometimes people feel afraid of the unknown, but Jesus has promised us that haven is a place of eternal peace and happiness, close to God.
