The Fifth Commandment - Thou shall not kill

1825  Christ died out of love for us, while we were still
“enemies.” The Lord asks us to love as he does, even
our enemies, to make ourselves the neighbor of those
farthest away, and to love children and the poor as
Christ himself.

1933  This same duty extends to those who think or act
differently from us. The teaching of Christ goes so
far as to require the forgiveness of offenses. He ex-
tends the commandment of love, which is that of the
New Law, to all enemies. Liberation in the spirit of
the Gospel is incompatible with hatred of one’s ene-
my as a person, but not with hatred of the evil that he
does as an enemy.

The Church is the Temple of the Holy Spirit

797  “What the soul is to the human body, the Holy
Spirit is to the Body of Christ, which is the Church.”
“To this Spirit of Christ, as an invisible principle, is
to be ascribed the fact that all the parts of the body
are joined one with the other and with their exalted
head; for the whole Spirit of Christ is in the head, the
whole Spirit is in the body, and the whole Spirit is in
each of the members.” The Holy Spirit makes the
Church “the temple of the living God”.

798  The Holy Spirit is “the principle of every vital and
truly saving action in each part of the Body.” he
works in many ways to build up the whole Body in
charity: by God’s Word “which is able to build you
up”, by Baptism, through which he forms Christ’s
Body; by the sacraments, which give growth and
healing to Christ’s members; by “the grace of the
apostles, which holds first place among his gifts”; by
the virtues, which make us act according to what is
good; finally, by the many special graces (called
“charisms”), by which he makes the faithful “fit and
ready to undertake various tasks and offices for the
renewal and building up of the Church.”

STEWARDSHIP AWARENESS
“ But I say to you, love your enemies and pray for those
who persecute you...” Matthew 5:44
Love your enemies, easier said then done, no doubt. But,
remember, the foundation of stewardship is prayer. When
we are in close communication with God, it opens our
heart and it turns our attention away from “me” and

“Abortion supporters are working to defeat a bill which would prohibit taxpayers like you and me from paying for other people’s
abortions.
