PRAYER 
 

2559 “Prayer is the raising of one’s mind and heart to 
 God or the requesting of good things from God.” But 
 when we pray, do we speak from the height of our 
 pride and will, or “out of the depths” of a humble 
 and contrite heart? He who humbles himself will be 
 exalted; humility is the foundation of prayer. Only 
 when we humbly acknowledge that “we do not know 
 how to pray as we ought,” are we ready to receive 
 freely the gift of prayer. “Man is a beggar before 
 God.” 
 
2560 “If you knew the gift of God!” The wonder of 

prayer is revealed beside the well where we come 
seeking water: there, Christ comes to meet every hu-
man being. It is he who first seeks us and asks us for 
a drink. Jesus thirsts; his asking arises from the 
depths of God’s desire for us. Whether we realize it 
or not, prayer is the encounter of God’s thirst with 
ours. God thirsts that we may thirst for him. 

 
2561 “You would have asked him, and he would 

have given you living water.” Paradoxically our pray-
er of petition is a response to the plea of the living 
God: “They have forsaken me, the fountain of living 
waters, and hewn out cisterns for themselves, broken 
cisterns that can hold no water!” Prayer is the re-
sponse of faith to the free promise of salvation and 
also a response of love to the thirst of the only Son of 
God. 

 
 

U.S. House passes Born Alive Abortion Survivors Protec-
tion Act. On January 19,2018, The U.S. House of Representa-
tives  passed H.R. 4712, also know as the Born Alive Abortion 
Survivors Protection Act., by a vote of 241-183...According to 
Congress.gov, this bill has 131 co-sponsors and “amends the 
federal criminal code to require any health  care practitioner 
who is present when a child is born alive following an abortion 
or attempted abortion to: 1. exercise the same degree of care as 
reasonably provided to any other child born alive at the same 
gestational age, and 2. ensure that such child is immediately 
admitted to a hospital.” ...Part of the bill reads: “An individual 
who commits an overt act that kills a child born alive is subject 
to criminal prosecution for murder.” To read the complete arti-
