To serve God in our local parish, to get involved in |
the work of God in our church community, is such
a noble thing to do. It is a very fulfilling and
rewarding experience, especially when it is done faith-
fully and selflessly. | say faith-fully and selflessly because
those are the qualities that make our service authentic
and help sustain us during difficult times. A service based
on faith is about one’s personal relationship with God. It
goes beyond just being a volunteer. It is about being a
committed disciple of Christ - a disciple who understands
that he or she is on a necessary path to salvation.

To establish confidence with your children start with
questions about their daily activities

Sometimes children will behave in a manner quite
unusual for them — stress, misunderstanding, or some
form of abuse can be related to such behaviors. If you
see your child exhibiting unusual behavior, talk with your
child about their day or recent experiences in an open-
ended conversation. Do ask factual questions, such as,
“What did you do today? Did you do anything unusual
today? Who did you see today? Did anyone say or do
anything that was unusual or even upsetting? Then, ask
feeling questions as a follow-up, and remember that
sometimes it's easier for a child to talk about someone
else’s feelings first.
