Directions

« Read the Gospel passage aloud to your students as they
follow along. Then discuss the focus and reflection questions
with them as a class.

« Explain to your students that sometimes the things that
make us feel happy make us feel less happy when we
compdre them to the things other people have. When we
make that comparison, we are feeling envious. Help your
students reflect on and discuss the scenarios in The Last
Shall Be First activity.

« When you have finished discussing the scenarios, have your
students answer the reflection question. Then have them
complete the Drawing Activity.
