
First Communion Overview: 

 

A candidate for First Holy Communion MUST fulfill the following: 

1)​  Provide a copy of the Baptismal Certificate (DUE November 17th)​
 

2)​ Must receive the Sacrament of Reconciliation, prior to receiving their 
First Holy Communion 

 
3)​ Must fulfill the 2 year Religious Education class requirement, or be on an 

accelerated route (only applicable to higher grades to catch them up), or 
be enrolled in a Catholic School 

 
4)​ Must have their prayers memorized with a parents help 

 
5)​ Must complete 2 service activities 

 
First Reconciliation: 

-​ At least 1 parent is required to attend with child 
-​ The candidate must be able to recite the following: Sign of the Cross, Our 

Father, Hail Mary, and Glory be to the Father. They should also have the 
“Act of Contrition” Memorized, which will be recited during the 
Reconciliation service.  

 
First Holy Communion: 

-​ Children will all sit together in a reserved pew at the front of the church and 
go up and make their First Holy Communion together at the designated 
time. 

-​ Children must have all their prayers memorized by this time. 
 
Students are required to pay $125 in Sacramental Fees, due November 30th at 
the latest
