Scripture Insights: Advent often makes us think of the theme
of waiting. One kind of waiting is passive, but another type of
wanting actively engages us in life, even as we anticipate what
will unfold in the future. Today’s readings explore the second
kind of waiting practiced by the people of God. In all of the
readings, people are engages in a journey. The prophet Isaiah
summons all the nations to make a pilgrimage to the house of
the Lord that is set on a mountain top. The amount of the
mountain is the symbolic dwelling of the Lord; there a di human
encounter takes place and from there the Word of the Lord goes
forth. Those who embark on this journey are not without
responsibilities. Both Paul, in his letter to the Romans, and
Jesus, in his instruction to the disciples, speak of the
expectations for life on the way, Paul writes of the need to put
on “the armor of light” and “throw off the works of darkness.”
He speaks with urgency; choices must be made in order to “put
on the Lord Jesus Christ.” Jesus exhorts the disciples to be
vigilant in their daily tasks; whether in the field or at the mill,
they must be ever watchful for the coming of the Lord. As the
season of Advent begins, we, too, are encouraged to look for all
the times and ways that the Lord intervenes in our daily life.
What features of “journey” do you find in today’s readings, in
your life at the moment? What connections do you see between
a ritual procession and life’s journey? What works of light do
you need to embrace during Advent?

Did You Know?

Traditionally, each of the candles on an Advent wreath has their
own meaning.

e The first Sunday of Advent symbolizes Hope with the profit’s
Candle reminding us that Jesus is coming.

e The second Sunday of Advent symbolizes Faith with the
Bethlehem Candle reminding us of Mary and Joseph’s journey
to Bethlehem.

e The third Sunday of Advent symbolizes Joy with the
Shepherd’s Candle reminding us of the Joy the world
experienced at the coming birth of Jesus.

e The fourth Sunday of Advent symbolizes Peace with the
Angel’s Candle reminding us of the message of the angel: Peace
on Earth, Good will toward Men.

,Qué es el Adviento y cuando empieza?

El Adviento es el tiempo de preparacion para celebrar la Navidad
y comienza cuatro domingos antes de esta fiesta. Ademas marca
el inicio del Nuevo Afio Litirgico catdlico y este 2019 empezara
el domingo 1 de diciembre.

Adviento viene del latin “ad-venio”, que quiere decir “venir,
llegar”.
