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Why do priests drop a piece of host into the chalice?

The symbolism of this act recalls the unity of the Church and the spiritual
connection between each celebration.During Mass in the Roman Rite of the
Catholic Church you may have noticed that the priest will break a small part of
the consecrated host and drop it into the chalice of consecrated wine. It is a
silent ritual, one that is easily missed as it happens so quickly. While it is a
very brief action, the symbolism behind it is profound. According to Nikolaus
Gihr in the book The Holy Sacrifice of the Mass, the action of placing a small
particle of the host into the chalice has roots in the Early Church and a custom
that was meant to signify unity with the pope and local bishop. Participation
in the same Holy Sacrifice was regarded as a sign and pledge of ecclesiastical
Communion; mutually to prove and maintain this, Popes and bishops sent to
other bishops, or priests too, parts of Consecrated Hosts, which the recipients
dropped into the chalice and consumed ...This custom existed in Rome until
about the ninth century. There the Pope on Sundays and feast-days sent to
those priests who had charge of Divine service at the churches within the city,
the Eucharist as a symbol of communion with the ecclesiastical Head, and as a
sign that they were empowered to celebrate. It was a visible and concrete
reminder that they were united to the pope and bishops each time they
celebrated the Mass.Furthermore, another aspect of this ritual was to signify
the unity of the celebration of Mass, which is a re-presentation of the one
sacrifice of Jesus on the cross. Catholics believe that Jesus is not sacrificed
again and again at each Mass, but that the Eucharist is a mystical participation
in the one sacrifice that occurred on Mount Calvary.Formerly the usage was
somewhat different. As the Hosts were much larger, one of these three parts
was subdivided into several particles and used differently, that is, distributed
to those present, or sent to the absent, or put into the chalice at the next
sacrificial celebration...A particle previously consecrated was preserved and
united to the Precious Blood at the following Sacrifice, to represent, in all
probability, the continual succession of the Sacrifice, as well as the unity of
the last with the present celebration.For this reason it is believed by
historians that for a few centuries there were two particles in the
chalice, one from the pope/bishop and another from a previous
celebration.The symbolism of this act also points to the unity of the
body and blood of Jesus in the host, as both the host and consecrated
wine contain the whole presence of Jesus, body, blood, soul and
divinity.

éPor qué los sacerdotes dejan caer una pieza de host en el caliz?

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El simbolismo de este acto recuerda la unidad de la Iglesia y la conexién
espiritual entre cada celebraciéon. Durante la Misa en el Rito Romano de
la Iglesia Catdlica puede haber notado que el sacerdote rompera una
pequefia parte de la hostia consagrada y la dejard caer en el caliz de
vino consagrado. Es un ritual silencioso, uno que facilmente se pasa por
alto, ya que sucede tan rapido. Si bien es una accién muy breve, el
simbolismo detrds de esto es profundo. Segun Nikolaus Gihr en el libro
El Santo Sacrificio de la Misa, la accién de colocar una pequeia
particula del anfitridn en el caliz tiene raices en la Iglesia Primitiva y una
costumbre que significaba la unidad con el Papa y el obispo local. La
participacion en el mismo Sacrificio Sagrado se consideraba un signo y
una promesa de comunion eclesiastica; mutuamente para probar y
mantener esto, Papas y obispos enviaron a otros obispos, o sacerdotes
también, partes de Hostias consagradas, que los destinatarios arrojaron
al caliz y consumieron ... Esta costumbre existi6 en Roma hasta
aproximadamente el siglo IX. Alli el Papa los domingos y dias festivos
enviaba a los sacerdotes que tenian a su cargo el servicio divino en las
iglesias dentro de la ciudad, la Eucaristia como simbolo de comunién
con el Jefe eclesiastico y como una sefial de que estaban facultados
para celebrar. Era un recordatorio visible y concreto de que estaban
unidos al papa y a los obispos cada vez que celebraban la misa.
Ademas, otro aspecto de este ritual era significar la unidad de la
celebracién de la misa, que es una representacion del mismo. sacrificio
de Jesus en la cruz. Los catélicos creen que Jesus no es sacrificado una 'y
otra vez en cada Misa, sino que la Eucaristia es una participacién
mistica en el Unico sacrificio que ocurrié en el Monte Calvario. Antes, el
uso era algo diferente. Como los Anfitriones eran mucho mas grandes,
una de estas tres partes se subdividid en varias particulas y se usé de
manera diferente, es decir, se distribuyd a los presentes, o se envio al
ausente, o se colocd en el cdliz en la préxima celebracién de sacrificio ...
Una particula previamente consagrada fue preservado y unido a la
Preciosa Sangre en el siguiente Sacrificio, para representar, con toda
probabilidad, la sucesidn continua del Sacrificio, asi como la unidad de
los Ultimos con la celebracién actual. Por esta razon, los historiadores
creen que Hace unos siglos habia dos particulas en el caliz, una del
papa / obispo y otra de una celebracién anterior. El simbolismo de este
acto también apunta a la unidad del cuerpo y la sangre de Jesus en el
anfitrion, ya que tanto el anfitrién como el anfitrién. El vino consagrado
contiene toda la presencia de Jesus, cuerpo, sangre, alma y divinidad.
