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The Feast of ""Corpus Christi*, the ""Body and Blood of
the Lord". — (June 14)

Today the Catholic Church in America celebrates the Feast of

"Corpus Christi”, the "Body and Blood of the Lord". Much of

the rest of the Catholic world celebrated it on its actual place in

our common liturgical calendar, last Thursday. Whenever it is

celebrated, it is a richly significant day in Catholic faith and life.

What a beautiful custom the Corpus Christi Procession truly is!
After having received the Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity of
Jesus Christ in Holy Communion, and after the priest has
enthroned the consecrated Sacred Host in a Monstrance, we
come from the Sanctuary and process into the Streets of the
world, pausing along the way for solemn worship, singing songs
of adoration, and holding the Lord, enthroned.

The celebration of this Solemnity goes back to the thirteenth
century. Pope Urban IV instituted it in 1264 for the entire
Church. He wanted it to be filled with joy and accompanied by
hymns and a festive procession. He asked the great Western
Church father, Thomas Aquinas, to compose two Offices of
prayer. St Thomas did so- along with five hymns - and they have
nourished the piety of Christians for centuries. In writing
concerning the Holy Eucharist as heavenly provision and eternal
food for our earthly journey, Thomas noted:

"Material food first of all turns itself into the person who eats it,
and as a consequence, restores his losses and increases his vital
energies. Spiritual food, on the other hand, turns the person who
eats it into Itself, and thus the proper effect of this sacrament is
the conversion of man into Christ, so that he may no longer live
for himself, but that Christ may live in Him. And as a
consequence it has the double effect of restoring the spiritual
losses caused by sins and defects and of increasing the power of
the virtues".

In this celebration we proclaim in both word and deed our belief
in the Real presence of Jesus Christ in the Holy Eucharist. We
also proclaim the implications of this fact: Jesus Christ comes to
truly live within us. In fact, the entire Trinity takes up residence
within us. We also live within the Trinity. This is the mystery of
communion.

The Christian faith and life is all about relationship, with God, in
Christ, and because of Jesus Christ, with the world that He still
loves so much that He continues to come into it to save it and
make it new. The Corpus Christi procession symbolizes this
ongoing redemptive mission of Jesus Christ to the world and our
participation in it, as it is lived out throuah his Church.

Hoy la Iglesia Catdlica en América celebra la fiesta del "Corpus
Christi", el "Cuerpo y Sangre del Sefior". Gran parte del resto del
mundo catélico lo celebr6 en su lugar real en nuestro calendario
litargico coman, el jueves pasado. Cada vez que se celebra, es un
dia rico y significativo en la fe y la vida catdlicas.

iQué hermosa costumbre es realmente la Procesion del Corpus
Christi! Después de haber recibido el Cuerpo, la Sangre, el Alma
y la Divinidad de Jesucristo en la Sagrada Comunién, y después
de que el sacerdote ha entronizado a la Sagrada Hostia
consagrada en una Custodia, venimos del Santuario y nos
dirigimos a las Calles del mundo, deteniéndonos en el camino
para adoracion solemne, cantar canciones de adoracion y abrazar
al Sefior.

La celebracion de esta solemnidad se remonta al siglo XIII. El
papa Urbano IV lo instituy6 en 1264 para toda la Iglesia. Queria
que se llenara de alegria y acompafiado de himnos y una
procesion festiva. Le pidié al gran padre de la Iglesia occidental,
Tomas de Aquino, que compusiera dos oficios de oracion. Santo
Tomas lo hizo, junto con cinco himnos, y han alimentado la
piedad de los cristianos durante siglos. Al escribir sobre la
Sagrada Eucaristia como provision celestial y alimento eterno
para nuestro viaje terrenal, Thomas sefialo:

"El alimento material primero se convierte en la persona que lo
come y, cOmo consecuencia, restaura sus pérdidas y aumenta sus
energias vitales. El alimento espiritual, por otro lado, convierte a
la persona que lo come en si mismo y, por lo tanto, en lo
apropiado El efecto de este sacramento es la conversion del
hombre en Cristo, para que ya no pueda vivir para si mismo, sino
que Cristo pueda vivir en El. Y como consecuencia tiene el doble
efecto de restaurar las pérdidas espirituales causadas por los
pecados y defectos y de aumentar el poder de las virtudes ".

En esta celebracion proclamamos en palabra y obra nuestra
creencia en la presencia real de Jesucristo en la Sagrada
Eucaristia. También proclamamos las implicaciones de este hecho:
Jesucristo viene a vivir verdaderamente dentro de nosotros. De hecho,
toda la Trinidad se instala dentro de nosotros. También vivimos dentro
de la Trinidad. Este es el misterio de la comunion.

La fe y la vida cristianas tienen que ver con la relacion, con Dios, en
Cristo, y gracias a Jesucristo, con el mundo que todavia ama tanto que
continta entrando en él para salvarlo y hacerlo nuevo. La procesion del
Corpus Christi simboliza esta misién redentora en curso de Jesucristo

para el mundo y nuestra participacion en él, tal como se vive a través de
ail lalesia
