Question:  
Where do Palm Sunday palms come from and where 
should they go? 
 
Answer:  
The Palm Sunday celebration has ancient origins. 
Beginning the liturgy “outside” the church, we 
symbolically reenact Christ’s entry into Jerusalem. The 
crowds in ancient Israel waved palm branches – a 
symbol of royalty – to welcome Jesus. These days, 
obtaining palms takes a lot of planning and coordination, 
as hundreds of thousands of churches worldwide need 
them on the same day! Many in the United States order 
palms from Florida, California, Texas, or Central 
America. Many companies stress the sustainability of 
their production and the just wages paid to their workers. 
 
The palms used on Palm Sunday are blessed at Mass. 
This means they shouldn’t end up in the trash! Many 
people weave palms into crosses or families display them 
in their homes. If you do not plan on displaying your 
palms throughout the year, they should be burned, 
buried, or left at the church. In the final case, the palms 
are burned to provide the ashes for next year’s Ash 
Wednesday service. 

Pregunta: 
¿De dónde vienen las palmas del Domingo de Ramos y 
cómo deben usarse respetuosamente? 
 
Respuesta: 
La celebración del Domingo de Ramos tiene orígenes 
antiguos. Al iniciar la liturgia “afuera” de la iglesia, 
recreamos de manera simbólica la entrada de Cristo a 
Jerusalén. Las multitudes en el antiguo Israel agitaban 
las ramas de palma, que eran un símbolo de la realeza, 
para darle la bienvenida a Jesús. Hoy en día, obtener 
las palmas requiere de mucha planificación y 
coordinación, debido a que ¡cientos de miles de iglesias 
de todo el mundo las necesitan el mismo día! Muchos 
en Estados Unidos encargan las palmas de la Florida, 
California, Texas o Centro América. Muchas 
compañías hacen hincapié en la sostenibilidad de su 
producción y el pago de salarios justos a sus 
trabajadores. 
 
Las palmas que se usan en el Domingo de Ramos se 
bendicen en la Misa. Esto significa: ¡que las palmas no 
deberían terminar en la basura! Mucha gente teje 
cruces con las palmas o las familias las exhiben en sus 
hogares. Si no planeas exhibir tus palmas durante todo 
el año, debes quemarlas, enterrarlas o dejarlas en la 
iglesia. En el último caso, las palmas se queman para 
proporcionar las cenizas para el servicio del Miércoles 
de Cenizas del próximo año.
