From the Desk of  Fr. Tom 

 

Desde el Escritorio de P. Tom  

 
  
 Este fin de semana celebramos nuestro Día 
Multicultural. Es un recordatorio de que venimos de 
muchos lugares diferentes, pero juntos formamos una 
comunidad parroquial. El punto culminante del día es 
el servicio de los diferentes alimentos de los distintos 
países representados. Si bien la comida es un aspecto 
muy importante de lo que hace que una cultura sea 
única, las diferencias entre los grupos nacionales son 
mucho más profundas que eso. Junto con diferentes 
idiomas, diferentes grupos culturales pueden tener 
diferentes formas de ver el mismo problema. El 
comportamiento que puede ser totalmente cortés para 
un grupo puede parecer terriblemente insultante para 
otro. Cuando se trabaja de manera intercultural, es 
importante comenzar con un espíritu de caridad y 
apertura; asumiendo el bien en la otra persona y 
dando el beneficio de la duda. A medida que 
crecemos en el entendimiento mutuo, nos unificamos 
y al mismo tiempo mantenemos nuestras identidades 
únicas.  
 
 Lo que es cierto para las diferencias étnicas 
también es cierto para las parroquias. Cada parroquia 
desarrolla su propia forma de vivir la fe que con 
razón podemos llamar cultura. Desde 2015, las 
cuatro comunidades parroquiales de Port Chester han 
trabajado para unirse para formar una nueva  
parroquia unificada de St. John Bosco. Juntos 
todavía estamos sobre el trabajo de tomar estas 
cuatro culturas parroquiales distintas y unirlas. Esto 
no significa destruir lo que vino antes, sino encontrar 
una manera, a través de la guía del Espíritu, de 
unirlos para que se pueda formar una nueva cultura 
parroquial.  
 
 Si la comida es una forma que nos 
distingue, es la comida celestial que recibimos en la 
Cena del Cordero lo que nos une. Cristo nos invita a 
unirnos, a escuchar la misma palabra de Dios, a 
compartir el mismo Pan y la misma Copa. Quiere 
que juntos proclamemos el mismo Credo. En Cristo 
estamos unidos. Celebremos con razón y de buena 
voluntad nuestras diversas culturas. Pero celebremos 
más nuestra fe común en Jesucristo, que murio y 
resucitó para unirnos en Él.  

  
  
 This weekend we are celebrating our Multi-
cultural Day. It is a reminder that we come from 
many different places, but together we form one 
parish community. The highlight of the day is the 
serving of the many different foods from the vari-
ous countries represented. While food is a very im-
portant aspect of what makes a culture unique, the 
differences between national groups goes much 
deeper than that. Along with different languages, 
different cultural groups can have different ways of 
seeing the same problem. Behavior that may be 
totally polite to one group can seem terribly insult-
ing to another. When working cross culturally it is 
important to begin with a spirit of charity and 
openness; assuming the good in the other person 
and giving the benefit of the doubt. As we grow in 
mutual understanding we come to be unified while 
maintaining our unique identities. 
 
 What is true for ethnic differences is also 
true for parishes. Each parish develops its own way 
of living the faith that we can rightly call a culture. 
Since 2015 the four parish communities of Port 
Chester have worked at coming together to form a 
new, unified Parish of St. John Bosco. Together we 
are still about the work of taking these four distinct 
parish cultures and bringing them together. This 
does not mean destroying what came before, but 
finding a way, through the Spirit’s guidance, to 
join them together so that a new parish culture can 
be formed. 
 

 If food is a way that makes us distinct, it is 
the heavenly food we receive at the Supper of 
Lamb that joins us together. Christ invites us to 
come together, hearing the same word of God, 
sharing the same Bread and same Cup. He wants 
us together to proclaim the same Creed. It is in 
Christ that we are unified. Let us rightfully and in 
good will celebrate our various cultures. But let us 
more so celebrate our common faith in Jesus 
Christ, who dies and rose to make us united in
