close. Due to the fact that Christmas fell on the weekend, it has
been a short season, but, I hope, no less intense! What are some
reflections we can draw from this feast?

Today is a reminder of our own baptism — the day you
and I were washed clean from original sin and were given, by
God, the gifts of faith, hope, and charity! It is the day we became
disciples of Jesus.

The gift of faith, challenges us with the question: do [
really believe? On that day we received the gift of eternal life.
The life we received from our parents — as beautiful a gift life is,
it will end — someday you and I will physically die — we cannot
escape death. To hold on to our life and to want to live for as long
as we can is natural. Yet, so often, I think we can cling to life in
a way non-believers do. What enabled the Christians to suffer
persecution and to go into the lion’s den singing? It wasn't
because they didn't want to live. It was because they truly
believed in life after death. Can it be that so many of us fear death
and cling to life in an almost unreasonable way because we don’t
have that faith that as Christians “/ife for us is changed not
ended”? My thoughts go to our much missed Fr. John when he
simply but convincingly said to me: / have tried to love God all
my life, now I want to see Him! This was a man of faith. He
wanted to live and we know how much he enjoyed life, but he
also firmly believed there was more to life than just this life. Faith
was given to us at our baptism. We need to continue to pray for it
in the words of the man in the Gospel: Lord, I believe, help my
unbelief! What an incredible short but powerful Act of Faith to
recite every day in 2022!

We live in a world, especially in this time of the
pandemic, that often seems bleak, depressing, dark — and in
response to that, we received the gift of Hope. On the day of our
baptism as Catholic Christians, we should be naturally happy and
optimistic people. We know, with certainty, that no matter how
dark things seem or get, the light prevails. Jesus, by His Cross and
Resurrection has conquered — and sin and death and darkness
have lost and have no power over us! We are a people of hope
because we already know the end of the story: Jesus Christ is the
Lord! When we feel down, depressed, unsure — we need to pray
for Hope and remember Jesus is risen from the dead! He lives!

On the day of our baptisms, we were “baptized into
Christ” and became His disciples! We are not the disciple of this
or that other person, or this or that political party, or this or that
ideology. We are disciples of Jesus! Sometimes I think we
allow all these other persons or things to cloud our minds. The
person we follow is Jesus. The political party we belong to is
Christianity. The ideology we follow is the Gospel. All of this is
totally counter cultural. To be a true disciple of Jesus means I
must try every day to transform myself, through the power of the
Holy Spirit to be more like Jesus — the attitudes of Jesus — the
sacrifice of Jesus — the mercy and compassion of Jesus — the
service of Jesus — the heart of Jesus. It means that, daily, I must
fight every tendency within me that works against me becoming
another Jesus. Charity is the greater of all the virtues and so we
must fight against every tendency that takes us away from love.
The world will not understand. It doesn't matter. Maybe even
people in my own family won’t understand. It doesn’t matter. As
St. Paul tells us we can be good in so many ways — “but without
love, we are merely a clanging cymbal!” In baptism we received
the grace and power to love this way!

Today we recall our baptism and receive holy water.

Jesus comes to John to be baptized. John questions Jesus at first
because he thinks that Jesus should be the one baptizing him.
Jesus tells John to baptize him in order to fulfill what he has
come to do. When Jesus comes up from the water, the heavens
open and Jesus is revealed as God’s Son, the beloved. Each day
this week make the Sign of the Cross and remember that
those are the words of your Baptism. As you do this, thank
God for the gift of your Baptism.
