FROM THE PARISH OFFICE

My dear Parishioners,

This Sunday is Christ the King Sunday, the final
Sunday of the church year. On this day, we celebrate Christ’s
rule over the Kingdom of God — a Kingdom already present
and at work in our lives, even as it awaits its full completion.

As we prepare to enter Advent, the season of
expectation, we look forward with hope for that Kingdom to
come in its fullness — for all things to be made whole and holy,
for the brokenness of this world to be fully redeemed and
healed.

But it is not Advent yet. And it is certainly not
Christmas, despite what you see on store shelves and in
television ads. Before we begin the church year anew — before
we start fresh with our hope and expectation of Jesus coming
into our world — we must first end this church year. We must
pause and pay attention to the way Jesus fulfills his earthly
ministry by claiming his kingly crown.

The Gospel for this day does not show us Christ on a
glorious throne, reigning in splendor in the New Jerusalem.
Instead, it points us to Christ in his suffering and humiliation.
Rather than reading of Christ’s ultimate reign over the new
heaven and new earth, we read of his crucifixion. Instead of
white robes and a golden crown, we see him stripped of dignity,
bleeding beneath a crown of thorns, crucified between two
criminals.

St. Luke shows us three layers of ridicule hurled at
Jesus — from the religious leaders, from the Roman soldiers,
and finally from one of the criminals crucified beside him. The
leaders mock Jesus by quoting scripture, sneering at his claim
to be the Chosen One of God. The soldiers offer him sour wine
and join in the taunts: “So you 're the King of the Jews?” One
criminal joins them, jeering, “Messiah? If you re really the one,
save yourself — and us!”’

But the second criminal rebukes the first. He
acknowledges his own guilt, confessing his sin openly and
honestly. Then he bears witness to Christ’s innocence: “7This
man has done nothing wrong.” And in that moment of
repentance and faith, Jesus answers him with a promise of
unimaginable grace: “Truly I tell you, today you will be with
me in Paradise.” Not someday, not in the distant future,
but foday. “My Kingdom,” Jesus says, “is here — now.”

We like to think we would be like that second
criminal, bravely proclaiming that Jesus is Lord. But many of
us might find ourselves instead in the silent crowd — hesitant
to speak, unwilling to mock but afraid to stand beside him. And
perhaps, if we are honest, there are days when we are closer to
the soldiers or the leaders, protecting our own comfort and
privilege rather than yielding to Christ’s reign. Where we find
ourselves in this story depends on the kind of king we truly
desire.

The truth is this: King Jesus, Saving Jesus, and
Suffering Jesus are one and the same. His kingship and his
saving power are revealed through his suffering and death —
even death on a cross. So the question isn’t “What kind of king
do you want? " but rather, “Are you ready to make Jesus your
King?” Are you ready to crown him as Lord of your life, to
trust in a Kingdom you cannot yet see?

This is Christ the King Sunday — the end of the
church year. Next Sunday, we begin anew with Advent, a
season of hope and anticipation for the coming Kingdom of
God. You don’t need a list of resolutions to begin this new year
of grace. You only need one: each day, make Jesus your King.
And when you come to the end of this life, may you hear him
say to you, “Truly I tell you, today you will be with me in
Paradise.”

Mis queridos feligreses,

Este domingo es el domingo de Cristo Rey, el ultimo
domingo del afo eclesiastico. En este dia, celebramos el
gobierno de Cristo sobre el Reino de Dios, un Reino que ya esta
presente y obrando en nuestras vidas, incluso mientras espera su
completa finalizacion.

Mientras nos preparamos para entrar en Adviento, la
temporada de expectativa, esperamos con esperanza que ese
Reino venga en su plenitud, que todas las cosas sean completas
y santas, que el quebrantamiento de este mundo sea
completamente redimido y sanado.

Pero aun no es Adviento. Y ciertamente no es
Navidad, a pesar de lo que se ve en los estantes de las tiendas
y en los anuncios de television. Antes de comenzar el afio
eclesiastico de nuevo, antes de comenzar de nuevo con nuestra
esperanza y expectativa de que Jesus venga a nuestro mundo,
primero debemos terminar este afio eclesiastico. Debemos hacer
una pausa y prestar atencion a la forma en que Jests cumple su
ministerio terrenal al reclamar su corona real.

El Evangelio de este dia no nos muestra a Cristo en un
trono glorioso, reinando en esplendor en la Nueva Jerusalén. En
cambio, nos sefiala a Cristo en su sufrimiento y humillacion. En
lugar de leer sobre el reinado final de Cristo sobre el cielo
nuevo y la tierra nueva, leemos sobre su crucifixion. En lugar
de tunicas blancas y una corona dorada, lo vemos despojado de
dignidad, sangrando bajo una corona de espinas, crucificado
entre dos criminales.

San Lucas nos muestra tres capas de ridiculo lanzadas
a Jests: de los lideres religiosos, de los soldados romanos y,
finalmente, de uno de los criminales crucificados a su lado. Los
lideres se burlan de Jesus citando las Escrituras, burldndose de
su afirmacion de ser el Elegido de Dios. Los soldados le ofrecen
vino agrio y se unen a las burlas: ";Entonces eres el Rey de los
Jjudios?" Un criminal se une a ellos, burlandose: ";Mesias? Si
realmente eres el indicado, salvate a ti mismo, |y a nosotros!"

Pero el segundo criminal reprende al primero.
Reconoce su propia culpa, confesando su pecado abierta y
honestamente. Luego da testimonio de la inocencia de Cristo:
"Este hombre no ha hecho nada malo". Y en ese momento de
arrepentimiento y fe, Jests le responde con una promesa de
gracia inimaginable: "En verdad te digo que hoy estaras
conmigo en el Paraiso". No algiin dia, no en un futuro lejano,
sino hoy. "Mi Reino", dice Jesus, "esta aqui, ahora".

Nos gusta pensar que seriamos como ese segundo
criminal, proclamando valientemente que Jesus es el Sefior.
Pero muchos de nosotros podriamos encontrarnos en la multitud
silenciosa: dudando en hablar, sin querer burlarse pero con
miedo de estar a su lado. Y quizas, si somos honestos, hay dias
en los que estamos mas cerca de los soldados o los lideres,
protegiendo nuestra propia comodidad y privilegio en lugar de
ceder al reino de Cristo. El lugar en el que nos encontremos en
esta historia depende del tipo de rey que realmente deseemos.

La verdad es esta: el Rey Jesus, el Jesus salvador y el
Jesus sufriente son uno y el mismo. Su realeza y su poder
salvador se revelan a través de su sufrimiento y muerte, incluso
la muerte en una cruz. Asi que la pregunta no es ";Qué tipo de
rey quieres?" sino mas bien, "/ Estds listo para hacer de Jesus
tu Rey?" ;Estas listo para coronarlo como Sefior de tu vida, para
confiar en un Reino que aun no puedes ver?

Este es el domingo de Cristo Rey, el final del afio
eclesiastico. El proximo domingo, comenzamos de nuevo con el
Adviento, una temporada de esperanza y anticipacion para el
venidero Reino de Dios. No necesitas una lista de resoluciones
para comenzar este nuevo afio de gracia. Solo necesitas uno:
cada dia, haz de Jesus tu Rey. Y cuando llegues al final de esta
vida, que le oigas decirte: "En verdad te digo que hoy estaras
conmigo en el Paraiso".

Que Dios te bendiga.

DA MESA DO PAROCO INFORMACJE OD PROBOSZCZA

Meus queridos paroquianos,

Este domingo ¢ o Domingo de Cristo Rei, o ultimo
domingo do ano litargico. Neste dia, celebramos o reinado de
Cristo sobre o Reino de Deus — um Reino ja presente e atuante
em nossas vidas, mesmo que ainda aguarde sua plena realizagao.

Ao nos prepararmos para o Advento, o tempo de
expectativa, olhamos com esperanga para a vinda desse Reino
em sua plenitude — para que todas as coisas sejam restauradas e
santificadas, para que a fragilidade deste mundo seja plenamente
redimida e curada.

Mas ainda ndo € Advento. E certamente ndo € Natal,
apesar do que vemos nas prateleiras das lojas e nos antincios de
televisdo. Antes de comegarmos o novo ano litiirgico — antes
de recomegarmos com nossa esperanca e expectativa da vinda
de Jesus ao nosso mundo — devemos primeiro encerrar este ano
littrgico. Devemos parar e prestar atengdo a maneira como Jesus
cumpre seu ministério terreno ao reivindicar sua coroa real.

O Evangelho deste dia ndo nos mostra Cristo em um
trono glorioso, reinando em esplendor na Nova Jerusalém. Em
vez disso, aponta-nos para Cristo em seu sofrimento e
humilha¢@o. Em vez de lermos sobre o reinado final de Cristo, o
novo céu e a nova terra, lemos sobre sua crucificacdo. Em vez
de vestes brancas e uma coroa de ouro, vemos Cristo despojado
de dignidade, sangrando sob uma coroa de espinhos, crucificado
entre dois criminosos.

Sao Lucas nos mostra trés niveis de zombaria dirigidos
a Jesus — pelos lideres religiosos, pelos soldados romanos e,
finalmente, por um dos criminosos crucificados ao seu lado. Os
lideres zombam de Jesus citando as Escrituras, escarnecendo
de sua afirmagdo de ser o Escolhido de Deus. Os soldados
oferecem-lhe vinho azedo e juntam-se as provocagdes: “Entdo
vocé € o Rei dos Judeus?” Um dos criminosos se junta a eles,
zombando: “Messias? Se vocé € realmente o Messias, salve a si
mesmo — € a nds!”

Mas o segundo criminoso repreende o primeiro. Ele
reconhece sua propria culpa, confessando seu pecado aberta e
honestamente. Entdo, ele testemunha a inocéncia de Cristo:
“Este homem ndo fez nada de errado.” E naquele momento de
arrependimento e fé, Jesus lhe responde com uma promessa de
graca inimaginavel: “Em verdade te digo: hoje estaras comigo
no Paraiso.”

Nao em um futuro distante, mas hoje. “Meu Reino”,
diz Jesus, “estd aqui — agora.” Gostamos de pensar que
seriamos como aquele segundo criminoso, proclamando
corajosamente que Jesus é o Senhor. Mas muitos de noés talvez
nos encontremos na multidao silenciosa — hesitantes em falar,
sem vontade de zombar, mas com medo de ficar ao lado dele. E
talvez, se formos honestos, haja dias em que estejamos mais
proximos dos soldados ou dos lideres, protegendo nosso proprio
conforto e privilégio em vez de nos submetermos ao reinado de
Cristo. Onde nos encontramos nesta historia depende do tipo de
rei que realmente desejamos.

A verdade ¢ esta: Jesus Rei, Jesus Salvador e Jesus
Sofredor sdo um sé. Seu reinado e seu poder salvador sdo
revelados através de seu sofrimento e morte — até mesmo a
morte na cruz. Portanto, a pergunta nao é: "Que tipo de rei vocé
quer?", mas sim: "Vocé esta pronto para fazer de Jesus o seu
Rei?" Vocé esta pronto para corod-lo como Senhor da sua vida,
para confiar em um Reino que vocé ainda ndo pode ver?

Este ¢ o0 Domingo de Cristo Rei — o fim do ano
litrgico. No proximo domingo, comegaremos de novo com o
Advento, um tempo de esperanca e expectativa para a vinda do
Reino de Deus. Vocé nao precisa de uma lista de resolugdes
para comegar este novo ano de graca. Vocé so precisa de uma: a
cada dia, faga de Jesus o seu Rei.

E quando vocé chegar ao fim desta vida, que vocé possa ouvi-lo
dizer: “Em verdade te digo: hoje estaras comigo no Paraiso.”

Drodzy Parafianie!

Dzisiaj Niedziela Chrystusa Kroéla, ostatnia niedziela
roku koscielnego. W tym dniu $wigtujemy panowanie
Chrystusa w Krolestwem Bozym, zarowno juz obecnym i
dziatajacym w naszym zyciu, jak i oczekujacym swojej petni.

Przygotowujac si¢ do Adwentu, ktory jest okresem
oczekiwania, z nadzieja czekamy tez na nadejscie pelni
Kroélestwa Bozego, kiedy wszystko zostanie uzdrowione i
uswigcone, a poranione oblicze tego Swiata zostanie w petni
odkupione i uleczone.

I z
pewnoscia czas Bozego Narodzenia rowniez nie, wbrew temu,
co widzimy na sklepowych potkach i w reklamach
telewizyjnych. Zanim rozpoczniemy nowy rok koscielny,
zanim nadejdzie oczekiwane z nadziejg przyjscie Jezusa na
Swiat, musimy najpierw zakoficzy¢ obecny. Musimy si¢
zatrzyma¢ i zwroci¢ uwage na sposob, w jaki Jezus wypetnia
swoja ziemska postuge, przyjmujgc swoja krolewska korone.

Ewangelia nie ukazuje nam Chrystusa na chwalebnym
tronie, panujacego w chwale w Nowym Jeruzalem. Zamiast
tego pokazuje nam Chrystusa w Jego cierpieniu i upokorzeniu.
Zamiast czyta¢ o Jego ostatecznym panowaniu nad nowym
niebem i nowg ziemia, czytamy jak Go ukrzyzowano. Zamiast
biatych szat i ztotej korony, widzimy Chrystusa odartego z
godnosci, krwawiacego przez korong cierniowa,
ukrzyzowanego mi¢dzy dwoma ztoczyncami. Swiety Lukasz
ukazuje kpiagcych z Jezusa przywodcow religijnych, rzymskich
zoknierzy, a na konicu jednego ze ztoczyncow, ktory byt razem
z Nim ukrzyZzowany.

Przywodcy kpia z Jezusa, cytujac Pismo Swiete i
szydzac z Jego twierdzen, ze jest Wybrancem Bozym.
Zohierze czestuja Go kwas'nym winem i przyia}czajq si¢ do
drwin: ,,A wiec jeste$ Krolem Zydowskim?”. Jeden ze
ztoczyfhicOw dotacza do nich, szydza}c »J edli naprawdg jestes
Mesjaszem, ratuj siebie i nas!”. Ale drugi zloczynca gani
pierwszego. Przyznaje si¢ do wlasneJ winy, wyznajac swoj
grzech otwarcie i szczerze. Nastepnie daje Swiadectwo o
niewinnosci Chrystusa: ,,Ten cztowiek nic ztego nie uczynit”. I
w tej chwili skruchy i wiary Jezus odpowiada mu obietnica
niewyobrazalnej taski: ,,Zaprawde, powiadam ci: Dzi$ ze mng
bedziesz w raju”. Nie kiedys, nie w odlegtej przysztosci, ale
dzi$. ,,Moje Krolestwo” — mowi Jezus — ,jest tu i teraz”.

Pewnie chcielibysmy mysle¢, ze jesteSmy jak ten
drugi totr, odwaznie gloszacy, ze Jezus jest Panem. Ale wielu z
nas mogloby znalez¢ si¢ w milczacym thumie, wprawdzie
wahajacym si¢ mowi¢ cokolwiek i niech¢tnym do kpin, ale
bojacym si¢ stangé obok Niego. A by¢ moze, jesli jesteSmy
szczerzy, sa dni, kiedy jesteSmy blizej zotierzy lub
przywodcow, chronige wlasny komfort i przywileje, zamiast
poddac¢ si¢ panowaniu Chrystusa. To, gdzie znajdziemy si¢ w
tej historii, zalezy od tego, jakiego krola naprawde pragniemy.
