           FROM THE PARISH OFFICE 
 We often say we live in the “Information 
Age,” but more and more, I believe this is also the 
Age of Experience. We no longer want just 
to know about things—we want to encounter them 
for ourselves. While information and theory have 
their place, they don't nourish the soul the 
way wisdom does. 
 Wisdom, unlike information, can’t be handed 
to you like coins from a pocket. It has to be lived, 
suffered, and discovered personally—just like  
hunger must be felt, and food tasted. 
The Psalmist expresses it beautifully: 
“O God, you are my God, for you I long; 
for you my soul is thirsting. My body pines for you 
like a dry, weary land without water.” 
(Psalm 63:1–2) 
 Notice the verbs: longing, thirsting, pining, 
gazing. These are not words of control, but of deep 
desire. They reflect an openness, an incompleteness 
that draws us closer to God. 
 There’s something powerful about seeing 
vulnerability in another human being. I recently met 
a man I hadn’t seen in 25 years. Once confident and 
polished, life had since taken him through great  
suffering. But now, there was something different in 
his eyes—something deeply human. That kind of 
transformation can only come from walking through 
the valleys of life. I believe that’s where we often 
encounter God most clearly. 
Patrick Kavanagh once wrote: 
“O God, can a man find You when he lies with his 
face downwards and his nose in the rubble that was 
his achievement?” 
The implied answer is: yes, yes, yes. 
 In John’s Gospel, when people came seeking 
Jesus, He didn’t point to fame or power. He 
said, “Unless a grain of wheat falls into the earth 
and dies, it remains just a single grain; but if it dies, 
it bears much fruit.” (John 12:24) In other words: it 
is in humility, in surrender, in dying to self, that we 
find the fullness of life and God. 
Let suffering—when it comes—not harden us, but 
refine us. Let it make us more tender, more wise, 
more Christlike. Let us never look down on it or try 
to run from it. 
 Please continue to pray for me, as I pray for 
all of you.

DESDE EL DESPACHO PARROQUIAL 
 A menudo decimos que vivimos en la "Era de 
la Información", pero cada vez más, creo que esta es 
también la Era de la Experiencia. Ya no queremos 
solo saber de las cosas, queremos encontrarlas por 
nosotros mismos. Si bien la información y la teoría 
tienen su lugar, no nutren el alma de la manera en  
que  lo hace la sabiduría. 
 La sabiduría, a diferencia de la información, 
no se te puede dar como las monedas de un  
bolsillo. Hay que vivirlo, sufrirlo y descubrirlo  
personalmente, al igual que hay que sentir el hambre 
y saborear la comida. El salmista lo expresa  
bellamente: 
"Oh Dios, tú eres mi Dios, por ti anhelo; 
Por ti está sedienta mi alma. Mi cuerpo suspira por 
ti como una tierra seca, cansada y sin agua". 
(Salmos 63:1-2) 
 Fíjate en los verbos: anhelo, sed, suspirar, 
mirar. No son palabras de control, sino de profundo 
deseo. Reflejan una apertura, una incompletud que 
nos acerca a Dios. 
 Hay algo poderoso en ver vulnerabilidad en 
otro ser humano. Hace poco encontré a un hombre 
que no había visto en 25 años. Una vez confiado y  
pulido, la vida lo había llevado desde entonces a  
través de grandes sufrimientos. Pero ahora, había  
algo diferente en sus ojos, algo profundamente  
humano. Ese tipo de transformación solo puede venir 
de caminar por los valles de la vida. Creo que ahí es 
donde a menudo nos encontramos con Dios más  
claramente. 
 Patrick Kavanagh escribió una vez: 
"Oh Dios, ¿puede un hombre encontrarte cuando 
yace con su rostro hacia abajo y su nariz en los  
escombros que fue su logro?" 
La respuesta implícita es: sí, sí, sí. 
 En el Evangelio de Juan, cuando la gente  
venía a buscar a Jesús, Él no señalaba la fama o el 
poder. Él dijo: "Si el grano de trigo no cae en la  
tierra y muere, no queda más que un solo grano;  
pero si muere, da mucho fruto". (Juan 12:24) En 
otras palabras: es en la humildad, en la entrega, en el 
morir a uno mismo, que encontramos la plenitud de 
la vida y de Dios. 
 Que el sufrimiento, cuando llegue, no nos  
endurezca, sino que nos refine. Que nos haga más 
tiernos, más sabios, más semejantes a Cristo. Nunca 
lo menospreciemos ni tratemos de huir de él. 
 Por favor, continúen orando por mí, como yo 
rezo por todos ustedes. 
 Que Dios te bendiga

INFORMACJE OD PROBOSZCZA  DA MESA DO PÁROCO 
 Costumamos dizer que vivemos na Era da  
Informação, mas, cada vez mais, acredito que esta 
também seja a Era da Experiência. Não queremos 
mais apenas saber sobre as coisas — queremos  
encontrá-las por nós mesmos. Embora a informação e 
a teoria tenham seu lugar, elas não nutrem a alma co-
mo a sabedoria. 
 A sabedoria, ao contrário da informação, não 
pode ser entregue a você como moedas do bolso. Ela 
precisa ser vivida, sofrida e descoberta pessoalmente 
— assim como a fome precisa ser sentida e a comida, 
saboreada. 
 O salmista expressa isso lindamente: “Ó 
Deus, tu és o meu Deus, por ti anseio; a minha alma 
tem sede de ti. O meu corpo anseia por ti como uma 
terra seca, sedenta e sem água.” (Salmo 63:1–2) 
 Observe os verbos: ansiar, ter sede, ansiar. 
Estas não são palavras de controle, mas de desejo 
profundo. Elas refletem uma abertura, uma  
incompletude que nos aproxima de Deus. 
 Há algo poderoso em ver a vulnerabilidade 
em outro ser humano. Recentemente conheci um  
homem que não via há 25 anos. Antes confiante e 
polido, a vida o havia levado a passar por grandes 
sofrimentos. Mas agora, havia algo diferente em seus 
olhos — algo profundamente humano. Esse tipo de 
transformação só pode vir caminhando pelos vales da 
vida. Acredito que é aí que frequentemente  
encontramos Deus com mais clareza. 
 Patrick Kavanagh escreveu certa vez: “Ó 
Deus, pode um homem encontrar-te quando jaz com 
o rosto para baixo e o nariz nos escombros que foram 
a sua conquista?” 
 A resposta implícita é: sim, sim, sim. No 
Evangelho de João, quando as pessoas vinham em 
busca de Jesus, Ele não se referia à fama ou ao poder. 
Ele disse: “Se o grão de trigo, caindo na terra, não 
morrer, fica ele só; mas, se morrer, dá muito  
fruto” (João 12:24). Em outras palavras: é na  
humildade, na entrega, na morte para si mesmo, que 
encontramos a plenitude da vida e de Deus. 
 Que o sofrimento — quando vier — não nos 
endureça, mas nos refine. Que ele nos torne mais  
ternos, mais sábios, mais semelhantes a Cristo. Nunca 
o menosprezemos nem tentemos fugir dele. 
Por favor, continuem rezando por mim, assim como 
eu rezo por todos vocês. 
 Deus vos abençoe,

 Często mówimy, że żyjemy w epoce infor-
macji, ale coraz bardziej wierzę, że jest to również 
epoka doświadczania. Nie chcemy już tylko czegoś 
wiedzieć o rzeczach, ale chcemy je sami spotkać. 
Chociaż informacje i teorie mają swoją wartość, to 
jednak nie odżywiają duszy tak, jak mądrość. 
A mądrości, w przeciwieństwie do informacji, nie 
można dać jak monet wyciągniętych z kieszeni. 
Trzeba ją przeżyć, wycierpieć i odkryć osobiście — 
tak jak głód, który pomaga poczuć i 
posmakować jedzenia. 
 Psalmista wyraża to pięknie: „Boże, Ty 
jesteś moim Bogiem, za Tobą tęsknię; Ciebie  
pragnie moja dusza, a ciało moje tęskni za Tobą jak 
ziemia sucha, spragniona, bez wody.” (Ps 63:1–2) 
 Zwróćcie uwagę na czasowniki: tęsknić, 
pragnąć, wypatrywać. To nie są słowa posiadania 
kontroli, ale głębokiego pragnienia. Odzwierciedlają 
otwartość, niekompletność, która zbliża nas do  
Boga. 
 Jest coś potężnego w dostrzeganiu 
wrażliwości u innej osoby. Niedawno spotkałem 
mężczyznę, którego nie widziałem od 25 lat. Kiedyś 
był pewny siebie i wyrachowany, lecz życie  
prowadziło go przez wielkie cierpienie. Teraz w jego 
oczach było coś innego, coś głęboko ludzkiego.  
Tego rodzaju przemiana może nastąpić tylko 
poprzez pokonywanie życiowych trudności. Wierzę, 
że właśnie tam 
najczęściej spotykamy Boga. 
 Patrick Kavanagh napisał kiedyś: „O Boże, 
czy człowiek może Cię znaleźć, gdy leży twarzą do 
ziemi, z nosem w gruzach swoich osiągnięć?” 
 Domyślna odpowiedź brzmi: tak, tak, tak. 
W Ewangelii wg św. Jana, gdy ludzie przychodzili 
szukać Jezusa, nie wskazywał On na sławę ani 
władzę. Mówił: „Jeśli ziarno pszenicy, wpadłszy w 
ziemię, nie obumrze, zostanie tylko jedno; ale 
jeśli obumrze, przynosi plon obfity”. (J 12:24) 
Innymi słowy: w pokorze, poddaniu się, umieraniu 
dla siebie znajdujemy pełnię życia i Boga. 
Niech cierpienie, kiedy nadchodzi, nie utwardza nas 
ale niech nas uszlachetnia. Niech uczyni nas 
bardziej czułymi, mądrzejszymi, bardziej  
podobnymi do Chrystusa. Nigdy nie patrzmy na nie 
z góry ani nie próbujmy od niego uciekać. 
Proszę, módlcie się za mnie, tak jak ja modlę się za 
Was wszystkich. 
 Niech Was Bóg błogosławi. Oddany w
