 “We love because he first loved us” (1 John 4:19). That boundless love directed our Heavenly Father to offer us the greatest gift: “God so loved the world that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who believes in him might not perish but might have eternal life” (John 3:16). It is a picture that stretches to the earlies days of God’s relation to mankind. Do not “appear before the Lord empty-handed, but each with his own gift, in proportion to the blessing which the Lord, your God, has given to you” (Deuteronomy 16:17). There is no greater gift than the promise of eternal live. May our Gifts model such generosity. 


Five giving principles help to frame an informed Stewardship of Finance commitment. Faithful stewards believe that giving is a matter of wise planning. The ongoing needs of a parish budget invite every parishioner to offer a regular percentage of monthly income, too. Personal sacrifice, and the free and generous spirit of a willing heart also echo the biblical model. And then, ultimately, giving is a prayerful response to God’s goodness and mercy.

For the measure with which you measure will in return be measured out to you” (Luke 6:38). Because we model the gift of God’s Son, we give willingly. It is merely the Almighty’s generous grace that finds us blessed as well.
