God’s love in good measure and overflowing 
 
We can use this Sunday’s Gospel passage as a 
checklist to survey our holiness. Jesus is outlin-
ing, in very clear terms, true Christian living. He 
describes how to love — faithfully and uncondi-
tionally, which sometimes means sacrificially as 
well. 
It’s not an easy love, that’s for sure. But it’s 
God’s love. This is how he loves us! And to re-
main in his love, we love others the same way he 
loves them. When we don’t, we separate our-
selves from God’s love. That’s why Confession 
is called the Sacrament of Reconciliation; it reu-
nites us to God and to all those we’ve separated 
ourselves from through sin. 
Love even your enemies, Jesus says. An “enemy” 
is anyone who opposes us in any way — opposes 
our will, our desires, our needs, etc. 
Holy living separates us from the world and 
unites us to God. Christianity is counter-cultural 
and counter-intuitive. It goes against our nature 
— our fallen nature, that is. Our sinful nature. In 
our baptisms, we received God’s nature. That 
means we have the ability to love as God loves. 
However, we need to rely on God’s help (the Ho-
ly Spirit) to resist the pull back into sin and be 
holy instead.
