On the back of the cover, you should include a one paragraph summary (without the ending) that
explains what the book is about and gets someone excited to read it. You should also include 1-2
sentence reviews of the book, as you often see on an actual book cover. This may be a separate typed

page attached to the back of your book design.

2 Write a 30 question test for your book, including an answer key. Your test must include 10 multiple
choice questions, 10 matching or true/false questions, and 10 short answer questions which are
answered in complete sentences. You must create your document like a test would be given to you.
