&7’ generous contributions of tabs have exceeded
3% tons of donated aluminum to help the Royal Canadian
Legion in Elora convert the tabs into cash to help needy
individuals requiring walkers, wheelchairs or motorized
scooters because of birth defects, paralysis, disease or
injuries. As of April 17" we have brought our
thermometer reading to 147 “full-tubs”. We are
encouraged to join people from Britain, Alaska, California,
Japan and all points in between to continue collecting pull-
tabs (from drink cans). 2! million tabs are needed to
purchase one average wheelchair for distribution to those
who need assistance with the purchase price. Since its
inception in 1989, this project has helped provide over
2,209 wheelchairs by the combined efforts of all area
Royal Canadian Legions.
