 Our first reading is a holy reminder of God’s instruction from the book of 
Genesis.

After the recording of 
Genesis, a hundred years before the birth of Christ the lesson is taught one more 
time by the Wisdom prophet: “O Lord, lover of souls, your imperishable spirit is 
in all things”.  

 This message brings hope to our lives. The Lord loves us and is continually calling and beseeching us 
to accept the grace that has been granted. This grace leads to a deep seated, unshakable faith. As seen so 
many times before, this grace is the divine indwelling of our Triune God. The New Testament image is 
from the book of Revelation 3:20, “Behold, I stand at the door and knock if anyone opens for me, I will 
enter and have supper with him and you with me.” 

  This image begs the question, why does God want to come to my house? I wonder, what does God 
want from me?  God who is almighty is approaching, how shall I respond? The Lord reveals himself in the 
most sublime aspects of creation from a simple glass of clean water, to Niagara Falls. All reality has the 
indelible mark of the finger of God at its very core. God is good and all that God has created is good and no 
one can make it otherwise.  

 So that, just as the wisdom authors of old confessed their faith and as Zacchaeus confessed his faith, so 
we too confess our faith, realizing that God’s imperishable spirit is within us, prompting us to echo Saint 
Paul’s hymn: at the name of Jesus, every knee will bend and every tongue confess to the glory of God the 
Father, Jesus Christ is Lord!

She was also greatly influenced by the 
story of Therese of Lisieux, also a Carmelite. Her mother made her wait until she was 21, 
however. During her time of waiting she devoted herself to helping troubled youth. 
Unfortunately, shortly after entering the Carmelites in 1900, she developed Addison’s 
disease. This affliction didn’t stop her from spiritual writings. She suffered much and died 
in 1906. Elizabeth was canonized in 2006 by Pope Francis.
