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Saints Simon and Jude School News!! 
Our students are officially on summer vacation, but our administration, faculty, and maintenance staff are 
working hard to prepare for the 2020-2021 school year.  As of today, The Archdiocese of Philadelphia and 
West Chester school district plan to open the school buildings in September.  Saints Simon and Jude’s 
first day of school is scheduled to be Tuesday, September 8.  We are forming a plan on how we can best 
implement the recommendations of the CDC in regards to reopening our buildings to ensure the safety 
and health of our students, teachers, and staff. 

At SSJ, an eLearning Task Force has been formed and we will be working throughout the summer to 
strengthen our eLearning plan taking into consideration the suggestions that were received via an 
eLearning survey to parents.  If it becomes necessary to return to online instruction, we will take what we 
have learned from this year’s experience and strengthen our plan as needed.  In addition to curriculum 
and instruction, our eLearning Task Force will address health and safety issues, transportation, and our 
lunch and CARES programs. 

In August, prior to the start of school a parent meeting will be held in the Meehan Center.   

This will be an opportunity to share our plan for the reopening of school. 

Because the coronavirus pandemic has affected our economy and parents have been furloughed or 
suffer reduced income, we are working to make financial aid awards to families in need.  We are also 
offering free uniform items at two events in August, the Flocco shoe sale on August 16 and parent 
meeting (date to de determined). 

Thanks again to all our parishioners for your support.  May you enjoy a happy, holy, and healthy summer.
