To be considered a good person or a believer in
Judaism at the time of Jesus was not easy. Jews who
practiced and lived their religion had to carry out 615
precepts or religious laws. They determined public
worship, religious order, moral conduct, the relationship
with God and finally life in general. For example, the
rituals of daily purification were rigorous and
indispensable for a good Jew and could not be taken
lightly. The teachers of the law, the lawyers and experts
in the commandments of God, and the Pharisees, very
devout people of the community, were concerned with
the interpretation, implementation and application of the
law. But his strength became his weakness.

Jesus in the Gospel of this Sunday, in his desire to
place everything in perspective and criticizing the
attitude of those who know the law and those who
presented offerings in a banal and impersonal way,
poses a challenge. While several
presented offerings in the temple's
abundance, frivolously, the
humble offering of the poor widow
stands out. In the time of Jesus as
in the present a widow in general
has to be very careful with family expenses.
On that they and theirs depend to simply
eat ... The widow of the gospel presents to
God and the temple not what is left over but
everything she has. Her offering was of
extreme generosity and sublime trust, totally
abandoning ‘herself in the mercy of the
Almighty. This sacrifice placed her even
closer to God, placing in second place the
offering of those whose intention was not
necessarily to please God but perhaps to look
good.

What is our attitade in
giving, in contributing with
others and with the Church? Do
we shield ourselves with the
ignorant generalized idea that
the Church "is rich not to
contribute? Are we filled with fear and not trusting in
God's promise that everything we give in the name of
the Lord will be given back to us one hundred times at a
time? Our community of St. Aloysius is not a
community of many material resources. All that is done
15 with much sacrifice and surrender on behalf of those
who help with their time and resources in projects, with
sales, donations, auctions and festivals. It is necessary
that we reaffirm our condition as "children of the house"
and assume our loving duty to support the house of our
Father God."Do not be afraid to be generous. Do not be
afraid to be' part of the assembly of the building of our
temple and the Body of Christ. Let us follow the
example of the poor widow, illustrating a full and solid
trust in our Creator in giving, thus contributing to the
Kingdom of God.
