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WEEKLY HOMILY / HOMILIA SEMANAL
Fourth Sunday OT/Cuarto Domingo T.O, Ciclo/Cycle A

Jesus -who is God in human flesh - brings together truth and peace, justice and mercy. We see that in the
Beatitudes. In reality, the Beatitudes are more about Jesus than they are about us. He is the key to understanding
them. Jesus is the poor man - the one who emptied himself. He brings together righteousness (justice) and
mercy. He - and he alone - makes peace between heaven and earth. Even though he had created galaxies, he
walked meekly on this small planet. And he put up with insults and false accusations from beings he himself had
made. He did all this for only one reason - to bring us salvation. The Beatitudes give us a way of thinking about
Jesus and our relationship to him. The Beatitudes at first puzzle us. No one wants to be impoverished. No one
wants to mourn - to lose a dear one. No one wants humiliation, insults and false accusations. Yet Jesus tells us to
embrace those things. Many people think that the Beatitudes are mere poetry - or sentimentality. But that is not
the case. The Beatitudes are as hard as nails. They face reality head on. We do live in a world of inequality.
Some seem born lucky - others not. Beyond accidents of birth, everyone experiences some unfair treatment. We
live in a world of broken promises and cruel words. We see inexplicable suffering and terrible tragedies.
Inevitably, it seems to come to every family. How do we respond to all this? A person can easily become bitter
and cynical - maybe even through in the towel. But Jesus gives a different way. We all want justice - to be
treated fairly. But strict justice can be harsh. We need mercy along with justice. And we want truth, but we have
seen people use truth like a club. Truth has to lead to peace. Jesus came to keep justice and mercy, truth and
peace together. He came to save us. And today he teaches us the Beatitudes: they show us who Jesus is and how
- in Him - we can have justice with mercy, truth that leads to peace. The Beatitudes are demanding, but the
alternative is worse - despair. Only in Jesus can we live the Beatitudes. May God bless you always.

El Evangelio de hoy nos pone delante las Bienaventuranzas. Que practicamente son, ocho caminos que
conducen a la vida eterna y nos muestran las cualidades que tienen los hijos de Dios. Estas bienaventuranzas
son: “Bienaventurados: 1) Los Pobres de Espiritu. 2) Los que Lloran. 3) Los Humildes. 4) Los que Tienen
Hambre y Sed de Justicia. 5) Los Misericordiosos. 6) Los Limpios de Corazon. 7) Los que Trabajan por la Paz.
8) Los Perseguidos por causa de La Justicia. Si analizamos todas estas cualidades detalladamente, nos
pasariamos todo lo que queda de afio juntos, y no creo que ustedes quieran estar aqui hasta el 2012, ;verdad? Asi
que vamos a repasarlas juntos, y ver un poquito juntos como nos atafien las bienaventuranzas. La primera, Los
pobres de Espiritu, estos segun la traduccion del arameo, son los anawin, los que no tienen ni voz ni voto, los
que su opinidn no cuenta, los que no tienen a nadie que los defienda. La segunda, los que lloran, no los que estan
tristes por que no tienen lo que quieren, sino los que estan tristes por las injusticias que se cometen en el mundo.
La tercera, los Humildes, los que no hacen oir su voz, y aceptan la voluntad de Dios todopoderoso. La cuarta,
Los que tienen hambre y sed de justicia, pero no de justicia social, y de darles los derechos a todos, ademas,
cuando buscamos nuestra justicia y nuestros derechos, ;Qué sucede? Que alguien tiene que sufrir, nuestra
justicia es imperfecta, y siempre provoca una injusticia. La quinta, los misericordiosos, los que tienen
misericordia con todo el mundo, sin hacer distinciones entre “buenos” y “malos,” como dice un refran muy
espafiol: “Haz el bien y no mires a quien.” La sexta, los limpios de corazon, los que no tienen maldad en sus
corazones, los que no guardan rencores u odio hacia los demads por la razon que sea, valida o no. La séptima, los
que trabajan por la paz, y no son los cascos azules de las naciones unidas, sino los que buscan la reconciliacion
verdadera, la que viene del corazon. Y la octava y ultima, los perseguidos por causa de la justicia. ;Qué
Justicia? La justicia de Cristo, la de la Cruz, la que ama al préjimo mas que a uno mismo, como dijo Jesus:
“Amad a los que os persigan y bendecid a los que os calumnien.” Si agarramos estas bienaventuranzas y nos
miramos en ellas como en un espejo, ;Qué veremos reflejado en este espejo? A esta pregunta cada uno debe de
responder individualmente, y sino vemos algo que nos guste pidamosle a nuestro padre de los cielos que nos de
la gracia de que se puedan realizar en nuestras vidas, para asi poder llegar a la altura de ser otro cristo para
nuestros hermanos y hermanas en este mundo. Que Dios me los bendiga a todos ustedes y a sus familiares y
amigos.

THE CHOSEN REMNANT

Zephaniah is one of the least-known of
the Old Testament prophets. He speaks in
today's first reading of impending judgment.
But the Lord will leave a "remnant" in Israel.
This image of a remnant, or remainder, was to
become vital to both Judaism and Christianity.

Paul's letter to Corinth makes obvious
his deep concern for the Christians there. They
are too self-confident, he says, too sure of
themselves. He admonishes them to remember
that Christ has given them all they have.
Today's Gospel comprises the opening of
Jesus' "Great Sermon." As God gave Moses
the law on Sinai, so now Jesus gathers his
disciples on a hillside to teach them the new
law. Each of these Beatitudes contrasts the
humiliation of the present with the glory of the
future: poverty vs. the riches of God's
kingdom, hunger for holiness vs. fulfillment in
the Spirit, persecution vs. the reign of God.
Jesus 1s here speaking to God's chosen
"remnant."

Hoy habla en la
primera lectura sobre el juicio inminente. Pero el
Sefior dejara un "resto" en Israel. Esta imagen de un
resto, de lo que quedard, serda vital para judios y
cristianos.

La carta de Pablo a los corintios evidencia su
profunda preocupacion por los cristianos de alli. Estan
muy confiados, dice, muy seguros de si mismos. Los
insta a recordar que Cristo les ha dado todo lo que
tienen.

El Evangelio de hoy incluye el comienzo del
"Gran Sermon" de Jess. Asi como Dios le dio a
Moisés la Ley en el Sinai, ahora Jests retine a sus
discipulos en un monte para ensefiarles la nueva Ley.
Cada una de estas Bienaventuranzas contrasta la
humillaciéon del presente con la gloria del futuro. La
pobreza frente a las riquezas del Reino de Dios, el
hambre de Dios frente a la satisfaccion en el Espiritu,
la persecucion frente al Reino de Dios. Jesus aqui esta

hablando al "resto" elegido de Dios.

TRADICIONES DE NUESTRA FE

Esta semana recordamos la memoria de san Juan
Bosco conocido como "Don Bosco". Es curioso el
apelativo de "Don" ya que es un titulo para nobles
sefores. En siglos pasados era el titulo comiin para un
sacerdote diocesano, mientras que el titulo hermano se
reservaba para sacerdotes y hermanos religiosos. En la
Iglesia catolica existen dos clases de sacerdotes. Unos
son diocesanos o seculares quienes dedican su vida a la
diécesis a la que pertenecen. Estos sacerdotes hacen voto
de celibato y obediencia al obispo local. El otro grupo de
sacerdotes son los que pertenecen a ordenes religiosas.
Ellos viven en comunidad y hacen votos de pobreza,
celibato y obediencia a su comunidad.

En muchas partes a todos los sacerdotes
religiosos o diocesanos se les llama "padre". Este titulo
fue usado en la Primera Iglesia y durante la Edad Media
para honrar a hombres santos, ya fueran laicos o
sacerdotes. Se les llamaba "padres" s6lo cuando habian
llegado a mostrar, con una larga vida, que podian animar
a los demas con su buen ejemplo. Todos los sacerdotes
debian vivir de tal manera que merecieran el titulo de

padre, sin desearlo directamente.
