Happy Mother's Day to all mothers! Thank you for 
the gifts of life and love you have given us. Your 
love for your children is a reflection of God's 
unconditional love. May the Lord who has called 
you to be mothers bless you and keep you in the 
warmth of His Love! 
 May is the month dedicated to the Blessed Virgin

Above, you will find a picture. Ordinarily, the altar is well 
crafted of solid material, fixed to the floor, decorated with a 
cloth, a corporal, and a cross with lighted candles nearby 
so as to call to mind the saving Passion of the Lord. 
Moderation should be observed in the decoration of the 
altar. Only that which is required for the celebration of the 
Mass may be placed on the altar table - the Book of the 
Gospels, the chalice and paten, corporal, pall, purificator, 
and the Roman Missal. That said, and aware of the present 
circumstances, Fr. Vincent and I placed pictures of Second 
Graders, made available to us, on the front of the altar so 
that you know you are with us in a special way as we 
celebrate Masses this weekend. Generally, I will not allow 
such decorating but this year is an exception, however. 
You are with us in our prayers, and we look forward to 
celebrating First Communion Masses with you.

Universal Charitable Deduction 
 
The signing of the Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic 
Security (“CARES”) Act has created a Universal 
Charitable Deduction of $300 for taxpayers. This is an 
“above-the-line” deduction, which means it will be 
available to all taxpayers, not just those who itemize. 
 
Example: A taxpayer who takes the standard deduction 
and makes a $300 cash gift (not stock) to a qualiϐied 
charitable organization, like their parish, may claim 
the $300 deduction in computing his or her adjusted 
gross income. The gift may be made at any time during 
the remainder of 2020. This deduction is in addition 
to the taxpayer’s standard deduction.
