affairs."; (30) "Deeds without knowledge are
blind, and knowledge without love is sterile.
Indeed, 'the individual who is animated by true
charity labours skillfully to discover the causes
of misery, to find the means to combat it, to
overcome it resolutely' (Paul VI, Populorum
Progressio)": (53) " - - the unity of the human
family does not submerge the identities of
individuals. peoples and cultures, but makes
them more transparent to each other and links
them more closely in their legitimate diversity.
That we might embrace the love of God for the
human family on Jesus' birthday and share this
with ALL our brothers and sisters.
