In the first reading, Azah is the ruler of Judah. He is hemmed in by 
enemies. Isaiah reminds him that God is the protector of Israel. 
Isaiah even tells the king that he can ask God for a sign for         
reassurance. But the insecure Ahaz prefers to put his trust in     
military might rather than God. 

Joseph, on the other hand, trusts in God rather than his own 
knowledge. He might not understand all that his happening around 
him, but when the angel appears, he follows the guidance he     
receives and Mary becomes his wife. 
 
Reflection Questions: 
 
Do I rely on my own knowledge? 
Am I willing to accept that there are things beyond my                 
comprehension? 
Do I trust in God when I feel hemmed in by my problems? 

As we draw near to Christmas, let us learn from Saint   
Joseph how to cultivate spaces for silence in which      
another Word can emerge, that of the Holy Spirit who 
dwells in us.
