A rabbi devoted many hours working in the
ghetto of the city, offering whatever help he
could to the homeless and destitute, to
alcoholics and addicts. A member of his
congregation, a very successful diamond
merchant, challenged the rabbi as to why he
wasted so much time with lowlifes and
crazies.

The rabbi asked the merchant if he had every
thrown out a million-dollar diamond in the
rough.

“Never!” the merchant said emphatically.
“An expert would know the worth of
whatever he held in his hand.”

“I’1l let you in on a secret, my friend,” the
rabbi responded softly. “I’m also an expert on
diamonds. | walk the streets every day, and

all I see are the most precious diamonds
walking past me. Some of them you have to
pick up from the gutter and polish a bit. But
once you do, oh how they shine! So, you see,
the most important thing you have to know in
life is that everyone, everyone, is a diamond
in the rough.”

As Jesus affirms the honest Zacchaeus in the
eyes of his skeptical neighbors, as the humble
rabbi reaches out to “polish” the poor and
needy of the gutter, so we are called to affirm
that “imperishable spirit” of God existing in
everyone as a child of God.
