An Unimpressive Hill

In the midst of a busy city, the Church of the Holy Sepulchre is an unimposing church hidden by buildings, practically
camouflaged. This church from the outside is unimpressive from my point of view, but once you step inside the church, it is filled
with mosaics that speak of the Lord’s passion. You are left in awe and wonder as you walk around the church and are surrounded
by people of all types, from Muslims to Jews; from Christians to non-Christians. Many people go there either out of curiosity or
devotion. Regardless of their intention, they take in all the views and wonder why so much time and effort was put to building a
beautiful church for someone who walked two-thousand years ago. Climbing up a certain staircase, you reach the Hill of Calvary,
Golgotha, the very spot where Jesus was crucified. As I reflect back on that spot, I think to myself: “Wow, this is quite
unimpressive.” What I mean by that is that if you strip away the beautiful art, the candles, the smells, the altars, all you are left with
is a very small hill surrounded by bigger, more impressive hills. One might think to themselves “Should not have God, in order to
show His grandeur, have decided to be displayed on a bigger hill? I mean He is going to bring about the Salvation of the world,
why do it on this hill?”” Hung by nails, bleeding, suffocating, mocked, and in immense pain. Where is His grandeur? Where is His
power? Where is the Jesus that impressed everyone for the three years leading up to that point? It just does not make any sense!
Yet, therein lies the beauty, I think. In essence, God is simple. So, it should follow that what He does is simple. So simple, that He
did not desire to display His power per se, by doing something grandiose. Instead, He chose to be crucified on a simple hill and
through that act bring about the salvation of the world. A horrible crucifixion, a simple plan of salvation. A simple lent. | think
many of us fall into the trap of wanting to have a grandiose lent, one that will spiritually change us to be saints. Some might think
that that comes with great fasts, hours of prayer, and non-stop charity. But | think a simple lent, a simple fast, a simple prayer can
more than make us into saints. Like Christ, who chose to be crucified on a simple, unimpressive hill, our lent can be simple and
unimpressive. His crucifixion on that one spot led to the changing of history in a very dramatic fashion. One simple lent can lead to
our dramatic transformation into saints. The key to that is desiring it. Christ desired the salvation of the world and He accomplished
it. If we desire to be saints, Christ will accomplish it and it can be through a simple, unimpressive lent.

Una Colina poco Impresionante

En medio de una ajetreada ciudad, la Iglesia del Santo Sepulcro es una iglesia escondida por edificios, practicamente
camuflajeados. Esta iglesia desde el exterior no es impresionante desde mi punto de vista, pero una vez que entras en la iglesia, esta
Ilena de mosaicos que ilustran la pasion del Sefior. Te quedas asombrado y maravillado mientras caminas por la iglesia y estas
rodeado de gente de todo tipo, de musulmanes hasta judios; de cristianos hasta no cristianos. Muchas personas van alli ya sea por
curiosidad o devocion. Independientemente de su intencién, toman todas las vistas y se preguntan por qué tanto tiempo y esfuerzo
se invirtié a construir una hermosa iglesia para alguien que caminé hace dos mil afios. Subiendo una cierta escalera llegas a la
colina del Calvario, Gélgota, el mismo lugar donde Jesus fue crucificado. Mientras reflexiono sobre ese punto, pienso: "Wow, esto
es bastante poco impresionante.” Lo que quiero decir con eso es que, si despojas el hermoso arte, las velas, los olores, los altares,
todo lo que te queda es una colina muy pequefia rodeada de colinas mas grandes e impresionantes. Uno mismo podria pensar ";No
deberia haber decidido Dios, con el fin de mostrar su grandeza, ser crucificado en una colina més grande? Lo que quiero decir es
que El va a traer la salvacion del mundo, ¢por qué hacerlo en esta colina?" Colgado de clavos, ensangrentado, sofocado, burlado, y
en inmenso dolor. ;Ddnde esta Su grandeza? ;Donde esta Su poder? ;Donde esta el Jesus que impresiond a todos durante los tres
afios previos hasta ese punto? jSimplemente no tiene ningun sentido! Sin embargo, ahi radica la belleza, yo creo. En esencia, Dios
es simple. Asi que, lo que hace es simple. Tan simple que no deseaba mostrar su poder haciendo algo grandioso. En cambio, El
escogio ser crucificado en una simple colina y a través de ese acto traer la salvacién al mundo. Una horrible crucifixion, un simple
plan de salvacion.

Algunos podrian pensar que eso viene con grandes ayunos, horas
de oracidn y caridad sin parar. Pero creo que una simple cuaresma, un simple ayuno, una simple oracion puede mas que
convertirnos en santos. Al igual que Cristo, que eligio ser crucificado en una colina simple, poco impresionante, nuestra cuaresma
puede ser simple y poco impresionante. Su crucifixion en ese lugar llevé al cambio de la historia de una manera muy dramatica.
Una simple cuaresma puede llevar a nuestra transformacion dramatica en santos. La clave para eso es desearla. Cristo dese6 la
salvacion del mundo y la logré. Si deseamos ser santos, Cristo lo lograra y puede ser a través de una simple, poco impresionante
cuaresma.
