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ST. ANDREW THE APOSTLE: THE FIRST CALLED
SUNDAY, NOVEMBER 30, 2025

St. Andrew the Apostle holds a special place in the life of the Church as one of the first
disciples to follow Jesus. Born in Bethsaida, Andrew was a fisherman by trade, working
alongside his brother, Simon Peter. Before meeting Jesus, Andrew had already been
searching for the truth, he was a disciple of John the Baptist and listened attentively to his
message of repentance. Everything changed when John pointed to Jesus and proclaimed,
“Behold, the Lamb of God.” Andrew immediately followed the Lord, spent the day with
Him, and left forever transformed. Because of this moment, the Church lovingly refers to
Andrew as the “Protokletos,” meaning “the First Called.” Andrew’s importance in our faith

is beautifully revealed through his actions. After meeting Jesus, the very first thing he did
was go to his brother and joyfully say, “We have found the Messiah!” In this simple but powerful moment, Andrew shows
us what true evangelization looks like: encountering Christ personally and inviting others to meet Him too. He later
appears in Scripture presenting the boy with the five loaves and two fish, a sign of his trust that even small offerings can
become miracles in Jesus’ hands. Tradition tells us that after the Resurrection, Andrew traveled far and wide to preach the
Gospel, courageously giving his life for Christ on an X-shaped cross. His martyrdom reflects his unwavering love and his
willingness to follow Jesus to the end. For us today, St. Andrew teaches the importance of humility, missionary zeal, and
simple faith. Though he is often overshadowed by his brother Peter, Andrew never sought recognition; instead, he served
quietly, faithfully, and with a heart open to God’s will. His life reminds us that holiness is found not in being known, but
in being faithful. As we honor St. Andrew, may we learn from his example, welcoming Christ into our lives, sharing our
faith with others, and trusting that God can turn even our smallest offerings into something great.

SAN ANDRES APOSTOL: EL PRIMER LLAMADO
DOMINGQO, 30 DE NOVIEMBRE DEL 2025

San Andrés Apoéstol ocupa un lugar especial en la vida de la Iglesia como uno de los primeros
discipulos en seguir a Jests. Nacido en Betsaida, Andrés era pescador de oficio y trabajaba
junto a su hermano, Simén Pedro. Antes de encontrarse con Jesus, Andrés ya buscaba la
verdad: era discipulo de Juan el Bautista y escuchaba con atencidén su mensaje de conversion.
Todo cambid cuando Juan sefiald a Jests y proclamo: “He aqui el Cordero de Dios.” Andrés
sigui6 al Sefior de inmediato, pasé el dia con El y quedd profundamente transformado. Por
este momento, la Iglesia lo llama con carifio “Protokletos,” que significa “el Primer
Llamado.” La importancia de Andrés en nuestra fe se revela claramente en sus acciones.
Después de encontrar a Jesus, lo primero que hizo fue ir a su hermano y anunciar con alegria:

“Hemos encontrado al Mesias.” Este gesto sencillo pero poderoso nos muestra lo que significa evangelizar: encontrarnos
personalmente con Cristo e invitar a otros a conocerlo también. Mas adelante, aparece en la Escritura presentando al
muchacho con los cinco panes y dos peces, signo de su confianza en que incluso las ofrendas pequefias pueden convertirse
en grandes milagros en las manos de Jesus. La tradicion nos dice que, después de la Resurreccion, Andrés viajo lejos para
predicar el Evangelio y entreg6 su vida por Cristo en una cruz en forma de “X”. Su martirio refleja su amor inquebrantable
y su disposicion a seguir a Jesus hasta el final. Para nosotros hoy, San Andrés nos ensefia la importancia de la humildad, el
celo misionero y la fe sencilla. Aunque a menudo queda a la sombra de su hermano Pedro, Andrés nunca busco
reconocimiento; mas bien, sirvié con humildad, fidelidad y con un corazén abierto a la voluntad de Dios. Su vida nos
recuerda que la santidad no se encuentra en ser conocidos, sino en ser fieles. Al honrar a San Andrés, pidamos aprender de
su ejemplo: recibir a Cristo en nuestra vida, compartir nuestra fe con los demas y confiar en que Dios puede hacer grandes
cosas incluso con nuestras pequeflas ofrendas.
