FRESH PERSPECTIVE
ON THE SUNDAY READINGS

“Blessed is the man who trusts in the Lord,
whose hope is the Lord. He is like a tree planted
beside the waters that stretches out its roots to
the stream. It fears not the heat when it comes,
its leaves stay green. In the year of drought, it
shows no distress, but still bears fruit...When Je-
sus came down the mountain, he stopped at a
level stretch...then raising his eyes to his disci-
ples, he said: ‘Blest are you poor...who hunger...
are weeping for life, strength and the power...
when they shall hate you.”

Saint Luke offers us the ‘sermon on the plain’
while we are also familiar with Matthew’s ‘sermon
on the mount.’” The beatitudes of both, varying
slightly, offer us a plan for our lives as disciples,
relating what confronts us, our opportunities for
growth, and the promised rewards.

The image of the strong tree of Jeremiah por-
trays all of us, trusting in the Lord, resisting the
many evils which confront us. We cannot do it
alone, but draw our strength from a life of prayer,
celebration of the sacraments and being ‘people
of the beatitudes.’

A BRIEF SYNOPSIS
OF THE SUNDAY READINGS

First Reading: Jeremiah 17:5-8

Jeremiah compares a man who seeks strength in
flesh but abandons God to a bush in the desert,
bereft of nourishment and unable to grow. Yet a
man who trusts in God is like a tree beside a river,
fed & strengthened by it even during times of
drought.

Second Reading: 1 Corinthians 15:12, 16-20
Paul addresses those who believe in Christ's
teachings, but are not convinced that he rose
from the dead. He calls their faith worthless, be-
cause they have not been freed from their sins.
Paul then emphatically declares that Jesus did
rise up again, as will all those who truly believe in
him.

Gospel: Luke 6:17, 20-26

Jesus tells his followers that those who are insult-
ed in this life because of him will be rewarded
richly in heaven. Yet those well received by all will
despair in heaven, since people had often re-
spected false prophets and mistreated true proph-
ets. Those who hunger, perhaps for spiritual
knowledge, shall be filled. Yet those who are full
in this life will be hungry.

y ' Guidelines for Protecting Yourself from Scams and Fraud

In today's digital age, scammers are becoming more sophisticated
in their attempts to deceive people through emails, social media,
and text messages. It is important to stay vigilant and protect your-
self from potential fraud, especially when it comes to sensitive finan-
cial information or personal details. Below are some essential guide-
lines to help you identify and avoid common scams, and ensure the
safety of both you and your parish community.

Some Guidelines:

eNever respond to a suspect email. If you are not sure, Do Not Respond to the Email
call the person and speak to them personally to verify.

e\Watch out for fake accounts, impersonators, and direct messages in social media appli-
cations.

e\Watch out for fake text messages claiming to need favors or gift cards (some people
report that cell phone numbers printed in Bulletins are susceptible to fake texts)

eAll emails about any type of financial transaction must be confirmed verbally with the
parties involved.

eAlways look carefully at the email address, even that might look close to the real one.

eAny request for change in direct deposit, "a favor," gift cards, money, personal infor-
mation, etc. is generally a scam.

ePlease report any Parish related suspected scams to technolo-
gy@patersondiocese.org .

eReport any unusual activity to your local police.

eThe diocese will never send you an email that is not from @patersondiocese.org, and
Saint Jude church will never send you an email that is not from
@stjudehopatcong.org
