ON THE SUNDAY READINGS

“He came to Horeb, the mountain of God. There
an angel of the Lord appeared to him in fire flam-
ing out of the bush. As he looked on, he was sur-
prised to see that the bush, though on fire, was not
consumed. So, Moses decided, ‘| must go over to
look at this remarkable sight and see why the bush
is not burned.” When the Lord saw him coming
over to look at it more closely, God called out to
him from the bush, ‘Moses, Moses.’ He answered
‘Here | am’... ‘Come no nearer! Remove your san-
dals from your feet, for this is holy ground.”

A BRIEF SYNOPSIS
OF THE SUNDAY READINGS

First Reading: Exodus 3:1-8a, 13-15

Moses came upon a burning bush, when God
called out to him. God told Moses that he had
seen the suffering of his people in Egypt, and
intended to lead them from their captors to a
land of milk and honey. Moses asked what he
should say if the Israelites should ask what God
wished to be called. God replied, "l am who am."

Second Reading: 1 Corinthians 10:1-6, 10-12
Paul describes how the people were led into the
desert by Moses, yet many of them were struck
down by God. He warns that this should serve
as an example not to give in to wicked desires or
we may suffer the same downfall.

Gospel: Luke 13:1-9

Jesus says that an individual's misfortune does
not mean that their sins were greater than some-
one else's. He warns that without repenting, all
sinners will meet the same end. He tells of a bar-
ren fig tree whose owner planned to cut it down.
But a servant offered to give it special care for
one year, and destroy it should it remain barren.
This symbolizes God's patience toward us.

“In today's digital age, scammers are becoming more sophisticated
in their attempts to deceive people through emails, social media,
and text messages. It is important to stay vigilant and protect your-
self from potential fraud, especially when it comes to sensitive finan-
cial information or personal details. Below are some essential guide-
lines to help you identify and avoid common scams, and ensure the
safety of both you and your parish community.

Some Guidelines:

eNever respond to a suspect email. If you are not sure, Do Not Respond to the Email
call the person and speak to them personally to verify.

e\Watch out for fake accounts, impersonators, and direct messages in social media appli-
cations.

e\Watch out for fake text messages claiming to need favors or gift cards (some people re-
port that cell phone numbers printed in Bulletins are susceptible to fake texts)

oAll emails about any type of financial transaction must be confirmed verbally with the
parties involved.

eAlways look carefully at the email address, even that might look close to the real one.

eAny request for change in direct deposit, "a favor," gift cards, money, personal infor-
mation, etc. is generally a scam.

ePlease report any Parish related suspected scams to technolo-
gy@patersondiocese.org .

eReport any unusual activity to your local police.

eThe diocese will never send you an email that is not from @patersondiocese.org, and
Saint Jude church will never send you an email that is not from
@stjudehopatcong.org
