“At that time Jesus appointed seventy two oth-
ers, whom he sent ahead of him in pairs to eve-
ry town and place he intended to visit. He said to
them, ‘the harvest is abundant but the laborers
are few, so ask the master of the harvest to
send out laborers for his harvest.”

Following the old laws is
unimportant. Instead, being baptized in Christ
and adhering to his ideals is what matters most.

Gospel: Luke 10:1-12, 17-20

Jesus sent forth seventy-two disciples to preach
his good news, telling them "the harvest is rich,
but the workers few." He also gave them detailed
instructions on how to act towards the people.
Jesus then reminded them not to be happy be-
cause of their power over evil, but to rejoice in
the salvation they would achieve.

In today's digital age, scammers are becoming more sophisticated
in their attempts to deceive people through emails, social media,
and text messages. It is important to stay vigilant and protect your-
self from potential fraud, especially when it comes to sensitive fi-
nancial information or personal details. Below are some essential
guidelines to help you identify and avoid common scams, and en-
sure the safety of both you and your parish community.

Some Guidelines:

eNever respond to a suspect email. If you are not sure, Do Not Respond to the Email
call the person and speak to them personally to verify.

e\Watch out for fake accounts, impersonators, and direct messages in social media ap-
plications.

e\Watch out for fake text messages claiming to need favors or gift cards (some people
report that cell phone numbers printed in Bulletins are susceptible to fake texts)

eAll emails about any type of financial transaction must be confirmed verbally with the
parties involved.

eAlways look carefully at the email address, even that might look close to the real one.

eAny request for change in direct deposit, "a favor," gift cards, money, personal infor-
mation, etc. is generally a scam.

ePlease report any Parish related suspected scams to technolo-
gy@patersondiocese.org .

eReport any unusual activity to your local police.

eThe diocese will never send you an email that is not from @patersondiocese.org, and
Saint Jude church will never send you an email that is not from
@stjudehopatcong.org
