A FRESH PERSPECTIVE ON THE SUNDAY
READING HIS WORD TODAY

“My child, conduct your affairs with humility,
and you will be loved more than a giver of
gifts. Humble yourself the more, the greater
you are, and you will find favor with God...
when you hold a banquet, invite the poor,
the crippled, the lame, the blind; blessed in-
deed will you be because of their inability to
repay you. For you will be repaid at the res-
urrection of the righteous.”

The familiar prayer, ‘Jesus meek and hum-
ble of heart, make my heart like unto thine’ is
a worthy goal. It echoes the words from Si-
rach above or the teaching He gave at the
leading pharisees’ house. We are advised
not to be a social climber, getting ahead of
others, but are told to reach out to the vul-
nerable who are not far away from us. It is
easy to forget where we came from.

Our needs are easily satisfied, and what |
don’t really need in the words of Saint Au-
gustine, | am just a caretaker, which means |
am to care for those listed by Jesus - the
poor, the crippled, the lame, the blind etc.

In today's digital age, scammers are becoming more sophisticated
in their attempts to deceive people through emails, social media,
and text messages. It is important to stay vigilant and protect your-
self from potential fraud, especially when it comes to sensitive fi-
nancial information or personal details. Below are some essential
guidelines to help you identify and avoid common scams, and en-
sure the safety of both you and your parish community.

Some Guidelines:

eNever respond to a suspect email. If you are not sure, Do Not Respond to the Email
call the person and speak to them personally to verify.

e\Watch out for fake accounts, impersonators, and direct messages in social media ap-
plications.

e\Watch out for fake text messages claiming to need favors or gift cards (some people
report that cell phone numbers printed in Bulletins are susceptible to fake texts)

eAll emails about any type of financial transaction must be confirmed verbally with the
parties involved.

eAlways look carefully at the email address, even that might look close to the real one.

eAny request for change in direct deposit, "a favor," gift cards, money, personal infor-
mation, etc. is generally a scam.

ePlease report any Parish related suspected scams to technolo-
gy@patersondiocese.org .

eReport any unusual activity to your local police.

eThe diocese will never send you an email that is not from @patersondiocese.org, and
Saint Jude church will never send you an email that is not from
@stjudehopatcong.org
