Participant Survey
· The need to build relationships and not just have “programs” where people sit and listen – need time for fellowship.
· Need for parishes in close proximity to coordinate activities and learn from each other.
· We need to learn better how to market the Good News!
· Teach me to meet people where they are at without judging them.
· What can be done to illustrate what are the modes of evangelization? Many disciples, many gifts.
· 20 and 30 year olds have been raised to believe men and women are created equal in nearly all things but the church does not resonate with that.  We need to be more open and accepting of the LGBTQ community if we truly believe in the love of Jesus Christ.
· I find it challenging to work in environments that may not be consistent with Catholic Church teaching and evangelization is limited or not encouraged.  Many people I work with were raised Catholic but have fallen away – they see the church as punishing, judgmental or no longer relevant. 
· How do we engaged those hundreds of others in the parish in getting involved in things like the formation sessions and listening session for Joy of the Gospel?  Are they marginalized?
· There is a range of income in our area from very poor to very affluent and I’m not sure how we are doing in including the disadvantaged and making them feel a part of our parish as it expands and builds.
· I’m elderly with limitations and it becomes a concern – can I do my job and fulfill expectations? Is prayer my only avenue of evangelization?
· We need to tell our stories and remember our own personal faith journeys – what moved us? How did we get excited about the Gospel and see if we can help create that environment and those opportunities?
· It would be interesting to hear from parishioners who are not active in the church.
· It is important to meet the physical and emotional needs of others before we bring up spiritual needs.
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
