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1) In what ways does ____ reflect this vision of constantly going out beyond the four walls of the church to reach those who are not with us on a regular basis?

Catholic radio, public access TV, social media, sister parish, Knights of Columbus, faith festival, funeral and wedding liturgies that connect people who are not always at the church, homebound and nursing home ministries, community outreach to the hungry, parade floats, care packages for college students, on-site food pantry, health ministry

2) What are the greatest challenges to evangelization?

Lack of training, transient population (people are not devoted to their parish), don’t want to offend people – worry about political correctness, lack of peer examples, too much church division, competing with secular world/time commitments, people looking to be entertained, lack of interest in church, lack of confidence in what we know, lacking of a feeling of unity in parishes/schools that have multiple feeders

3) To what extent does your parish and school form evangelizing disciples of Christ including youth, young adult and ongoing formation of people of all ages.

VBS, bible studies, youth ministry programs & retreats, mission trips, Catholic radio, faith formation, school decides who the offertory collection will go to, school service projects and activities, RCIA

4) To what extent does your parish and you as a parishioner reach out to those on the margins (e.g. those poor, sick, elderly, cultural diversity or those who might feel disenfranchised)?

5) What resonates with you in the Pope’s words?  What challenges you?

Resonates: We should do things out of joy not out of obligation. Be generous with your time and talent. Have a love of Jesus first and a personal relationship. Importance of sharing stories.  Living it daily, not keeping it private.  Be more positive in what we do. 

Challenges: I am joyful but do I have to show it?  Lack of trust in the church; church scandal needs to be openly addressed. It is a “me” world – we are not told to help others anymore.  Overwhelmed by challenge but we need to evangelize within our families and our world. We are not committing – we are just going through the motions. Fear and not wanting to draw attention to ourselves. Not wanting to offend others or look “holier than thou.”
