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1) In what ways does ____ reflect this vision of constantly going out beyond the four walls of the church to reach those who are not with us on a regular basis?

Jail/prison ministry, local outreach to those in need, sick/homebound/nursing home ministry, Catholic radio station, funeral luncheons and grief support, Knights of Columbus, parish newsletter

2) What are the greatest challenges to evangelization?

Fear and lack of confidence, lack of knowledge of how to evangelize, how or when is evangelizing in the secular world OK (boundaries), not enough volunteers, lack of feeling connected to church, only know Christians/Catholics, sex abuse scandal, how do we reach the disenfranchised?

3) To what extent does your parish and school form evangelizing disciples of Christ including youth, young adult and ongoing formation of people of all ages.

Catholic radio, RCIA, Religious Ed, retreats, bible/book studies, non-Catholics choosing to send their children to Catholic school, church picnic, personal testimony (Why are you Catholic)

4) To what extent does your parish and you as a parishioner reach out to those on the margins (e.g. those poor, sick, elderly, cultural diversity or those who might feel disenfranchised)?

5) What resonates with you in the Pope’s words?  What challenges you?

Resonates: Greatest commandment – love God, love your neighbor.  We do things because we want to, and with joy, rather than feeling obligated. Authentic joy – feeling joy-filled.  Keep trying.

Challenges: We are sinners. We are human not perfect. Not having courage or not always being filled with the Holy Spirit.  Asking hard questions – religion is very personal and sometimes sharing our personal story is hard.
