1) In what ways does ____ reflect this vision of constantly going out beyond the four walls of the church to reach those who are not with us on a regular basis?

Local food pantry, community meals, financial support of community groups who help those in need, support for those grieving, be kind and set an example, prayer chains, welcoming newcomers, children are bringing parents to Mass, outreach to homebound Catholics, participation in secular community events (parades), pulpit exchange

2) What are the greatest challenges to evangelization?

Competition of secular events, families are busy and church is not a priority, scandals and issues within the church that make it difficult to attract new members or retain current members (unwelcome, hurt feelings), “nothing” for youth after Confirmation, location of church and availability of Masses is not convenient, need for training on how to be evangelizers

3) To what extent does your parish and school form evangelizing disciples of Christ including youth, young adult and ongoing formation of people of all ages.

Religious education, nursing home and homebound visits, RCIA, post-confirmation teen bible study

4) To what extent does your parish and you as a parishioner reach out to those on the margins (e.g. those poor, sick, elderly, cultural diversity or those who might feel disenfranchised)?

Much support of community drives and outreach for those in need (food, clothing, financial, etc.)

5) What resonates with you in the Pope’s words?  What challenges you?

Joy, generous courage, boundless love and attraction – our church is a great family that is inviting for Masses. 
Love your neighbor, be welcoming, do what you do with “joy,” continue to create a deep spirituality, keep inviting and encouraging, joyfully continue your own personal journey of faith.

Challenges: Fear of opposition, not having “proof” to back up your faith, and fear of offending others in a politically correct society.
Talking about issues instead of doing something about the issues, enabling vs. helping, being “joyful” when the situation is distressing and disturbing (clergy abuse), listening with the heart when we have heard the same thing over and over, taking time to “be present” to people with many needs beyond our ability to help them.

Participant Survey Question 4: What has not been asked, or what concerns do you have, that have not been addressed?

· Sexual abuse
· Illegal immigration
· Parishes working together to get things done, as far as helping each other (poor, needy, those who don’t go to church).
· Evangelization seems to be aimed at getting folks to join our church...or at least become a Christian.
· Becoming a Catholic is a big commitment---RCIA.
· Can’t join a Catholic church without being a Catholic.
· Much easier to join other (Protestant) churches.
· Catholics have many more inconvenient “rules” to follow than other denominations.
· Spirit of genuine fellowship within the parish is a start to evangelization.
· Where are the solutions for these problems coming from?  I feel our parish has issues to work out in house.
· The homily.  40 paragraphs in document talk about the homily – not a word tonight.
· Reaching out to millennials; our welcoming new parishioners program – where are we with this?   Have Spanish Mass more than once a month.  Maybe more Spanish speaking people will attend.
· No concerns, it was very informational.  I liked sitting at the Hispanic table.
· The 18 – 30 year old group of fallen aways.
· Anytime we have something such s this there is a danger of patting ourselves on the back.
· I think we need to challenge ourselves more to move off center.
· Everyone should know the whole picture.
· I can’t drive at night to all ends of the Diocese.
· More involvement of youth at Mass – servers, lectors, ushers, choir; special Mass recognizing students (other than graduation) ie: achievements, community involvement
· The idea that we could use some ideas, support, coaching on how to be better at evangelizing. We have a core faith, joy and love, but not sure how to share it with others.
· Great conversation!
· Need more activities to bring people to Mass ie: contemporary music
· Offer to help w/ activities for young people
· Grateful for the opportunity to share! Our students have amazing ideas that I hope we can build off of. They are the future of the church. If we keep their joy and commitment to Christ alive, the church and nation will heal and they will lead more to Christ.
· Defining the verb “evangelize.” If you “evangelize,” does that make you an evangelical? The last few election cycles “evangelicals” have been more and more involved in politics, usually attempting to force their beliefs on the electorate. I have no desire to force my beliefs on others and generally don't accept other people's beliefs.
· Davenport Diocese should provide resources for evangelization at the collegiate level 
· Limited resources (people) in a small, aging parish to recruit, new parishioners, re-invite lost parishioners, and/or retain current parishioners. The same people do everything 
· The wasted resource of people who go through the MFP and then are not utilized in any capacity. 
· Transparence at Chancery
· More clerical leadership 
· Empower the laity to leadership to help with the shortage of priests 
· More elderly visits by youth, volunteering at Bingo, etc. 
· A resource to find volunteers (or paid help) to help with repair work or outside work 
· Need a concentrated effort to reach out to our own members who are missing 
· Monthly youth gatherings: food/popcorn and a movie; roller skating; hayrack ride; bowling; caroling; mixer with other youth groups 
· Families worshiping together 
· Loss of a Saturday night Mass 
· shortage of priests 
· PLC discernment 
· Baby steps, need to start slow and not have too large of ideas or we will all be discouraged, plus they never get done 
· Give someone a book or CD (e.g., Matthew Kelly, Rediscover Catholicism) to someone who has not been to church in a long time 
· Invite a relative, friend, or neighbor to celebrate Mass with you and then go to Coffee Hour 
· Say to someone you will pray for them or invite them to pray with you 
· Say a prayer for a family member to come back to the church 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Meet as a Vision 20/20 group in 6-12 months to see how we are doing and what is working and what is not. Discuss what to do in the next 6-12 months. Keep the momentum going 
· Go through the old picture directory to see who were members and who has not been at Mass. Discuss who is the best person within the parish to contact them or start with a letter from Father Mike. 
· Openly say grace before lunch at work or in a restaurant. If asked why, give a simple answer which possibly opens a door to a conversation about faith. Would be an easy conversation at work. 
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
