Briefly describe the composition of the group (age/race/gender/ethnicity). People were split into English and Spanish speaking groups. For English, there were 13 women under 18 and 7 males under 18, of which 4 kids were elementary age. 5 people were 25-40 of which 2 were male, 3 female. There was 1 woman and 3 men over 65. 17 females, 12 males total in the English speaking part. 
For Spanish there was 1 woman under 18 and 2 males under 18. 2 were elementary age. 12 woman were aged 25-50, 3 were over 65. 4 men were aged 25-50, 2 were over 65. For Spanish, 16 women, 8 men. 
OVERALL totals, 33 women, 20 men. 44 were Latino, 9 were Euro-American. 23 were under 18, 20 25-50 age, 9 over 65.
