	• We need to work on making our parish members feel like they are part of a parish 
	family.

	• We need to develop better and more effective ways of communicating within our parish
               Ex: opportunities to grow in our faith, guest speakers, videos, perhaps a parish website 
	and text messages that go out to parishioners with important announcements 

3. What help do we need?
