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1.  What did we hear?   There are many things that can be heard from the Vision 20/20 Convocation.  We heard the call for the lay people to share the gospel – and evangelize; meet people where they are; share the good news.  Buzz words including:  accompaniment, encountering, engaging, less judgement/more love.  Include the youth – and ways to engage the young.  The diocese is asking for the active lay people to share the faith and help encourage the finding of the lost sheep – and bring them back to the fold.  

2. What does it mean for our parish/entity?  Taking ideas shared at the convocation and “Joy of the Gospel” and implementing those ideas within our own parish community.  Using various “tools” to improve our programs and/or add new ones; Ideas on how to grow the “Church” and to be more “Catholic”.  One size does not fit all.

3. What help do we need?  To really create a “dipstick” to measure success, goals (other than feelings) need to be set – and ways to measure those goals/objectives.  The active lay need to be more educated and given the tools to answer the tough questions when evangelizing.  (i.e. – how to respond to the church’s sex abuse crisis? How to respond when people want to know why God lets bad things happen, etc).  The lay people need to practice “language kung fu” and have some answers that equip them to defend the church in these areas.  

a. More adult education.
b. A diocese that LISTENS to the ideas of the lay people
c. Continuation training for evangelization.  
d. What’s the dioceses follow-on plan for 20/20? 
e. More training for the diaconate to “feed the sheep”.
f. Make the break-out sessions (taped) available on line.
g. IT – help/assistance with digital out-reach to the youth/young adults (i.e. FaceBook, SnapChat, Instagram, Twitter, web design).
h. More funds to implement new programs.
