Yet there they were
talking to Jesus. | often think about this as an experience of the
“Communion of the Saints.” When some people say that one should
converse in prayer with Jesus only and not any of our loved ones or the
Saints, you should point out this passage. If we do what Jesus did, we too
would talk to those who have died, but are alive in Christ. Jesus defended
the resurrection in Luke 20:37 “Moses in the passage about the bush
showed that the dead rise again when he called the Lord the God of
Abraham, and the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob. God is not the God
of the dead but of the living. All are alive in him.” St. Paul writes in
Hebrews 12:1 “Therefore, since we for our part are surrounded by this
cloud of witnesses, let us lay aside every encumbrance of sin which clings
to us and persevere in running the race which lies ahead.” Luke’s Gospel,
about the Transfiguration 9:28-36, points out that this happened to Jesus
while he was praying. He also says that Jesus, Moses and Elijah “spoke of
his passage, which he was about to fulfill in Jerusalem” (vs 31). It seemed
that Jesus, in prayer, found help by talking with Moses and Elijah. That
does not sound that much different than going in prayer to the Saints with
difficult situations like our Catholic faith tells us. Going on a adventure with
a few friends is fulfilling so is traveling with our friends who have passed
over to the heavenly realm!
