TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

Why is it still Easter? The lilies have long since faded.
The roots of our tradition of fifty days of rejoicing from
Easter to Pentecost lie in the seven-day rhythm of the
Jewish week, drawn from the six days of creation plus a
Sabbath day. A favorite name for the Lord’s Day among
our ancestors in the faith was “The Eighth Day,” meaning
that in Christ a breakthrough to a new humanity was
achieved. With that inner architecture, it makes sense to
see Pentecost as a week of weeks, forty-nine days plus
one, again signaling that a new age has begun in Christ
and the outpouring of his Spirit. The Jewish appreciation
for Pentecost gave rise to the Jubilee year, the fiftieth
year, when debts were released and prisoners set free.
Today, the character of our Easter Sundays is conveyed
by joyful Alleluias and the rite of sprinkling at Mass. Long
ago, people expressed this joy by suspending all rules of
fasting and by never kneeling at liturgy.

These customs all point to our conviction that time is
holy. There is an elegant balance to the Christian year:
forty days of Lenten fast and discipline give way to fifty
days of unrestrained rejoicing. That’s why it is still Easter!

The Ascension of the Lord

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

The mystery of the Ascension has to do with holding
in tension a sense of God’s nearness, along with the bur-
den caused by apparent signs of absence. The risen Jesus
says to Mary Magdalene, “Do not cling to me,” perhaps
pointing out to her that his physical presence to the
disciples was time-bound and temporary. It was a gift for
their transformation, and after forty days, he vanished
from their sight and hearing, though never out of their
consciousness.

They do not mourn at his going this time: there is no
trace of the disciples who hid in fear at his crucifixion, no
sense of the women who wept softly as they carried
ointments to the tomb through the dewy morning light.
Instead, the scriptural accounts show them full of joy,
comforted by his promise to be with them forever, and
open to the Spirit’s power. They are joyful, energized,
aware, and united with one another in love. They seem to
grasp an awareness that if the mission to the whole world
was a serious one, then the presence of the Risen Christ
could not be pinned down to any one place or time, but
had to be always and everywhere completely available. All
peoples, all times, all cultures were opened to receive him
in this moment of the Ascension. The energy of this feast
is drawn not from absence, but renewed and deeper
presence.

“My peace | give to you”
John 14:23-29

Meditation: Do you know the love that surpasses
all, that is stronger than death itself (Song of Songs
8:6)? In Jesus’ last supper discourse he speaks of the
love he has for his disciples and of his Father’s love. He
prepares his disciples for his imminent departure to
return to his Father by exhorting them to prove their
love for him through their loyalty and obedience to his
word. He promises them the abiding instruction and
consolation of the Holy Spirit.

God unites us to himself in a bond of love and peace

Saint Augustine says the Lord loves each of us as if
there were only one of us to love. God’s love for each
of us is as real and tangible as the love of a mother for
her child and the love of a lover who gives all for his
beloved. God made us in love for love — to know him
personally and to grow in the knowledge of his great
love for us and to love him in return.

How can we know and be assured of the love
of God? The Holy Spirit helps us to grow in the
knowledge of God and his great love. The Spirit
enables us to experience the love of God and to be as-
sured of the Lord’s abiding presence with us (see
Romans 8:35-39). The Holy Spirit also opens our ears
to hear and understand the word of God. Do you listen
attentively to God’s word and believe it? Ask the Holy
Spirit to inflame your heart with the love of God and
his word.

The true nature of peace

Do you know the peace which surpasses all under-
standing (Philippians 4:7)? In his farewell discourse
Jesus grants peace as his gift to his disciples. What kind
of peace does he offer? The peace of Christ is more
than the absence of trouble. It includes everything
which makes for our highest good. The world’s
approach to peace is avoidance of trouble and a re-
fusal to face unpleasant things. Jesus offers the peace
which conquers our fears and anxieties. Nothing can
take us from the peace and joy of Jesus Christ.
No sorrow or grief, no danger, no suffering can make
it less.

How can we attain the peace which the Lord Jesus
offers his followers? Through the gift and work of the Holy
Spirit who dwells within us, the Lord Jesus shows us how
to yield our passions of anger, fear, and pride to him so we
can receive his gift of peace. The Holy Spirit helps us in
our weakness and strengthens us with his gifts and
supernatural virtues which enable us to live as wise and
holy disciples of Christ.

Caesarius of Arles (470-542 AD), an early church bishop
in Gaul who was noted for his godly wisdom and preaching
of Scripture, linked peace with the character of Christ and
the Christlike virtues which help us to grow as disciples of
Jesus Christ. Caesarius describes some of the key character
traits (virtues) which form us into true people of peace:

“Peace, indeed, is serenity of mind, tranquility of soul,
simplicity of heart, the bond of love, the fellowship of
charity. It removes hatred, settles wars, restrains wrath,
tramples on pride, loves the humble, pacifies the
discordant and makes enemies agree. For it is pleasing to
everyone. It does not seek what belongs to another or
consider anything as its own. It teaches people to love
because it does not know how to get angry, or to extol
itself or become inflated with pride. It is meek and humble
to everyone, possessing rest and tranquility within itself.
When the peace of Christ is exercised by a Christian, it is
brought to perfection by Christ. If anyone loves it, he will
be an heir of God, while anyone who despises it rebels
against Christ.

“When our Lord Jesus Christ was returning to the
Father, he left his peace to his followers as their inherited
good, teaching them and saying, ‘My peace | give to you,
my peace | leave with you.” Anyone who has received this
peace should keep it, and one who has destroyed it should
look for it, while anyone who has lost it should seek it. For
if anyone is not found with it, he will be disinherited by
the Father and deprived of his inheritance.” (Sermon
174.1)

“Lord Jesus, in love you created me and you
drew me to yourself. May | never lose sight
of you nor forget your steadfast love and
faithfulness. And may | daily dwell upon your
word and give you praise in the sanctuary of my
heart, You who are my All.”

The Litany of Loretto

The Litany of the Blessed Virgin—also called the
Litany of Loreto—is one of the many Marian litanies,
or praises of Mary, composed during the Middle Ages.
The place of honor it now holds, in the life of the
Church, is due its faithful use at the shrine of the Holy
House at Loreto, which, according to tradition, was
the small cottage-like home where the Holy Family
had lived and which was miraculously transported by
angels, in 1291, from the Holy Land to its present
location in Loreto. It was definitely recommended by
Pope Clement VII and approved by Sixtus V in 1587,
and all other Marian litanies were suppressed, at
least for public use.

Its forty-nine titles (fifty, or fifty-one, or even more,
in some versions: with "Mother of the Church" and
"Mother of Mercy" and being the 'official' newcom-
ers' in recent times and which are included on the
Vatican website version) and invocations set before us
Mary's exalted privileges, her holiness of life, her
amiability and power, her motherly spirit and queenly
majesty. Reflection on the titles of the litany,
therefore, will unfold before us a magnificent picture
of our heavenly Mother, even though we know little
about her life.

In form, the Litany of Loreto is composed on a fixed
plan common to several Marian litanies already in
existence during the second half of the fifteenth
century, which in turn are connected with a notable
series of Marian litanies that began to appear in the
twelfth century and became numerous in the
thirteenth and fourteenth. The Loreto text had,
however, the good fortune to be adopted in the
famous shrine, and in this way to become known,
more than any other, to the many pilgrims who
flocked there during the sixteenth century. The text
was brought home to the various countries of
Christendom, and finally it received for all time the
supreme ecclesiastical sanction.

Sixtus V, who had entertained a singular devotion
for Loreto, by the Bull "Reddituri" of 11 July, 1587,
gave formal approval to it, as to the litany of the Holy
Name of Jesus, and recommended preachers every-
where to propagate its use among the faithful.
