Twenty - Sixth Sunday in Ordinary Time
TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

Over the past century, a desire to recover a deep
sense of unity among all believers in Christ has grown.
The “ecumenical movement” (from the Greek word
meaning the “the whole inhabited world”) began among
Protestant Christians, but was given great energy in 1920
with a letter from the Orthodox Patriarch of Constanti-
nople, calling for closer dialogue and cooperation among
Christians. In 1960, Pope John XXIlI invited Protestant
and Orthodox observers to the Second Vatican Council.
In 1964, the Council’s Decree on Ecumenism named
these Christians “separated brethren,” a huge leap for-
ward from the time of labeling them as “outside the
Church.” A year later, a new pope, Paul VI, and the Or-
thodox Patriarch officially nullified the condemnations
that walled off East from West for nine hundred years.

The pace and optimism of the 1960s has sadly
waned, and the signs of progress toward unity are few;
yet there are wider agreements on sharing Communion
among various Christian denominations, and among
Protestants agreements regarding sharing of ecclesiasti-
cal life and ministry. Among the success stories of the
ecumenical movement are greater cooperation among
Christian clergy, a similar Lectionary for Protestants and
Catholics, and even experiments in the monastic life and
common WOFShip. —James Field, Copyright © J. S. Paluch Co

“Lazarus was carried to Abraham’s bosom”.
Luke 16:19 - 31

Meditation: What most absorbs your time, your
attention, and your heart? In the parable of the rich
man who refused to help the beggar named Lazarus
Jesus paints a dramatic scene of contrasts — riches
and poverty, heaven and hell, compassion and
indifference, inclusion and exclusion. We also see an
abrupt and dramatic reversal of fortune. Lazarus
was not only poor and a beggar, he was also sick and
unable to fend for himself. He was “laid” at the
gates of the rich man’s house. The dogs which licked
his sores probably also stole the little bread he got
for himself. Dogs in the ancient world symbolized
contempt. Enduring the torment of these savage
dogs only added to the poor man’s miseries and
sufferings.

The rich man treated the beggar with contempt
and indifference, until he found his fortunes
reversed at the end of his life! In God’s economy,
those who hold on possessively to what they
have, lose it all in the end, while those who share
generously receive back many times more than they
gave away.

Hope in God and his merciful help

The name Lazarus means God is my help. Despite
a life of misfortune and suffering, Lazarus did not
lose hope in God. His eyes were set on a treasure
stored up for him in heaven. The rich man, however,
could not see beyond his material wealth and
possessions. He not only had every thing he needed,
he selfishly spent all he had on himself. He was too
absorbed in what he possessed to notice the needs
of those around him. He lost sight of God and the
treasure of heaven because he was preoccupied
with seeking happiness in material things. He served
wealth rather than God. In the end the rich man
became a beggar!

Do you know the joy and freedom of possessing
God as your true and lasting treasure? Those
who put their hope and security in the kingdom of
heaven will not be disappointed (see Hebrews 6:19).

“Lord Jesus, you are my joy and my treasure.
Make me rich in the things of your heavenly
kingdom and give me a generous heart that | may
freely share with others the spiritual and material
treasures you have given to me.”

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Prayer

One of the most important aspects of being Catholic
is the time we should take to devote to prayer. Yet, the
question may be asked, "what is the right way to pray?".
The question is not new. Afterall, Jesus' disciples were
with Him daily and even they had to ask, "Lord teach us
how to pray" (Mt. 6:9-13). There is no structural tem-
plate for prayer instituted by the Church. There are
certainly many prayers and devotions that can be said
and done for various intentions ,and requests for inter-
cession. Yet, how can we really "know" how to pray?

Prayer is being in communion with God. "Prayer is
the iving relationship of the children of God with their
Father who is good beyond measure, with His Son Jesus
Christ, and the Holy Spirit" (CCC 2565). It is that personal
relationship that we desire to have with God. How often
do we thank God for the new day, or the blessings that
have been bestowed upon us. It is as simple as saying
"thank you, God." Not just for gifts received, but for
just having Him within you. That is the personal side of
prayer.

The communal form of prayer is manifested in the
greatest prayer, the Mass. It is the most efficacious form
of prayer in that it recreates the sacrifice of Christ's
death on the Cross. In the Mass we acknowledge the
Paschal Mystery, (Christ's passion, death, Resurrection
and Ascension), through the reception of the Eucharist
and the redemptive power that it brings to us.

Whether our prayer is personal or communal, we are
blessed to have this Gift from God and should take
advantage of it frequently in our daily lives.
