“Then one of them, when he saw that
he was healed, turned back, praising

God with a loud voice;”.
(Luke 17, 15)

Meditation: Jesus had healed ten people afflict-
ed with leprosy, but only one of them returned to
give him thanks. We might wonder why the others
didn’t come back. Maybe they couldn’t connect the
dots: God himself had healed them on their way. It
seems that only this one person—a Samaritan—
realized that he had been in the presence of the
divine. And he didn’t just say, “Thank you,” either.
He fell at Jesus’ feet and worshipped God “in a loud
voice” (Luke 17:15).

This can be a model for us. Our own gratitude
can lead us to worship the One who has given us
abundant life, both now and forever.

We can worship the Lord in many ways, but to-
day, let’s imitate the Samaritan in today’s Gospel:

He glorified God in a loud voice (Luke 17:15). You
can worship the Lord in silent prayer, but giving
praise to God out loud expresses your gratitude in a
deliberate, concrete way. As your praise reaches
the heavens, your heart will be lifted up as well.
That’s why the psalmist writes, “Bless our God, you
peoples; loudly sound his praise” (66:8).

He fell at the feet of Jesus (Luke 17:16). Worship
also involves our posture. That’s why we stand and
kneel at Mass. Maybe you like to pray in your
favorite chair each morning. But occasionally,
especially when you are offering praise and thanks-
giving to the Lord, you might try standing, kneeling,
or even lying prostrate on the floor. In all these
ways, you are expressing your love and gratitude to
the Lord with your body.

At Mass today, sing out your praise! Join the
choir “in a loud voice” (Luke 17:15) and worship the
Lord with all your heart. Kneel in adoration before
the King of kings. Rejoice because the Lord says to
you, as he did to the Samaritan, “Your faith has
saved you” (17:19).

Update The HML 10. 12. 2025
(Debt Reduction Program)

Dear St.\Mary Parishioners,

Our beautiful Parish Life Center Building and the renovated
Religious Education Building have been jopen for just about
one 'year. ‘This means: that our ongoing debt reduction
initiative, “Honoring Mary’s Legacy” has been established also
for about a year. The HML program has been very successful,
and we have all of you generous St. Mary’s parishioners to
thank for this success.

We have a truly wonderful new garden area complete with
stunning Catholic Sanctuary, pray seats, benches for prayer and
contemplation and symbolic arches and paver stones. These
are just of few of the physical additions to the St. Mary ground
not to mention all the new plants and lawn!

Of course, the “main objective” of the HML effort is to
reduce the debt of the parish resulting from the construction
project. To that end, of the original $400,000 funding shortfall
that required our church to borrow necessary monies, has
been reduced to approximately $150,000. In other words,
nearly 2/3 of the debt has been eliminated!
