Background on the Gospel Reading

Today's Gospel begins immediately after the final verse in last Sunday's Gos-
pel. After strong language about the difficulties of discipleship, Jesus
immediately appoints 72 people to go ahead of him to every town and place he
plans to visit, proclaiming that the Kingdom of God is at hand. He sends them
in pairs. In the Law of Moses two witnesses were needed for a testimony to be
credible. It was probably also a safer way to travel.

Jesus admits it will be difficult, that he is sending them out like lambs among
wolves. Yet they are to bring nothing with them, not even a money bag or
sandals. They are to greet no one on the way so as not to be distracted from
their mission. When they enter a house, their message is simply “peace.” The
response they will receive may be positive or negative. Either way, they are to
know that the Kingdom of God is at hand. They are not to demand special
treatment but eat and drink whatever is given them. They are to stay in one
house and are not to look around for one that provides better accommodations.
They are to heal the sick as a sign that the Kingdom of God is at hand for them.
Like Jesus' miracles, healing is a sign of the coming of the kingdom. If the town
will not receive them, they are to shake the dust from their feet and move on.
Even in the case of such rejection they should know that the Kingdom of God is
at hand.

When they return from their journeys, they are rejoicing because their mission
has been successful. Demons were under their power because of Jesus' name.
Jesus may have sent them out as lambs among wolves, but at the conclusion
of this passage he assures them that they have been given power over the
enemy and nothing will harm them, not even serpents and scorpions.

A key theme of today's Gospel and last Sunday's Gospel is discipleship—its
challenges, its difficulties, and its rewards. Sharing in the mission of Jesus is
difficult, but everyone is called to do it, not just some professionals trained for
ministry. Even for us today, the harvest is plentiful. We should pray to the
master of the harvest to send out workers for his harvest.

The Bible provides guidance on how believers should
navigate their civic and spiritual responsibilities. In the
New Testament, Jesus addresses this balance directly.
When questioned about paying taxes to Caesar, He
responds, "Render to Caesar what is Caesar’s, and to God
what is God’s" (Mark 12:17). This statement underscores the
principle that Christians have obligations to both earthly
governments and to God, each in its rightful place.

Antecedentes de la lectura del Evangelio

El Evangelio de hoy comienza inmediatamente después del
ultimo versiculo del Evangelio del domingo pasado. Después
de un fuerte lenguaje sobre las dificultades del discipulado,
Jestis nombra inmediatamente a 72 personas para que vayan
por delante de él a cada ciudad y lugar que planea visitar,
proclamando que el Reino de Dios esta cerca. Los envia de
dos en dos. En la Ley de Moisés se necesitaban dos testigos
para que un testimonio fuera creible. Probablemente también
era una forma mas segura de viajar.

Jests admite que sera dificil, que los esta enviando como
corderos entre lobos. Sin embargo, no deben llevar nada con
ellos, ni siquiera una bolsa de dinero o sandalias. No deben
saludar a nadie en el camino para no distraerse de su mision.
Cuando entran en una casa, su mensaje es simplemente "paz".
La respuesta que recibiran puede ser positiva o negativa. De
cualquier manera, deben saber que el Reino de Dios esta
cerca. No deben exigir un trato especial, sino comer y beber
lo que se les dé. Deben quedarse en una casa y no deben
buscar una que proporcione mejores acomodaciones. Deben
sanar a los enfermos como sefial de que el Reino de Dios esta
cerca para ellos. Al igual que los milagros de Jests, la sanacion
es una senal de la llegada del reino. Si la ciudad no los recibe,
deben sacudir el polvo de sus pies y seguir adelante. Incluso
en el caso de tal rechazo, deben saber que el Reino de Dios
esta cerca.

Cuando regresan de sus viajes, estan rejozando porque su
mision ha tenido éxito. Los demonios estaban bajo su poder
gracias al nombre de Jesus. Jests pudo haberlos enviado
como corderos entre lobos, pero al final de este pasaje les
asegura que se les ha dado poder sobre el enemigo y nada les
dafard, ni siquiera serpientes y escorpiones. Un tema clave
del Evangelio de hoy y del Evangelio del domingo pasado es el
discipulado: sus desafios, sus dificultades y sus recompensas.
Compartir en la mision de Jesus es dificil, pero todos estan
llamados a hacerlo, no solo algunos profesionales capacitados
para el ministerio. Incluso para nosotros hoy, la cosecha es
abundante. Deberiamos orar al maestro de la cosecha para
que envie trabajadores para su cosecha.

La Biblia proporciona orientacion sobre como los
creyentes deben navegar sus responsabilidades civicas
y espirituales. En el Nuevo Testamento, Jests aborda
este equilibrio directamente. Cuando se le pregunta
sobre el pago de impuestos a César, El responde: 'Dad
al César lo que es del César, y a Dios lo que es de

Dios' (Marcos 12:17). Esta afirmacion subraya el
principio de que los cristianos tienen obligaciones
tanto hacia los gobiernos terrenales como hacia Dios,
cada uno en su lugar adecuado.
