My dear friends in Christ,  

The Parable of the Good Shepherd is one of the most 
well known parables.  The message of this parable is 
clear and obvious: regardless of what culture or religion 
we are from, we should be willing to help people in 
need, even if they are different from us. Some say this 
parable is the most moving parable in Scripture. It cuts 
to the roots of the world’s wayward prejudices. In Jesus’ 
time, the Jews and Samaritans despised each other. The 
Jews were more worried about observing the law than 
helping the half-beaten man. Only the Samaritan 
stopped to help. How do we  help others? Do I love the 
Lord with all my heart? Do I help my neighbor?
