Right Relationships 
 

   The giving of the Holy Spirit is not a                  
one-time event. Rather it is like a small 

river that grows, eventually becoming              
a mighty river. The scene we are                   

presented with today provides several 

points for meditation. 
 

   First, this is a Resurrection scene,                       
reminding us that the gift of the Holy 

Spirit is inextricably tied to the events 
of Holy Week. (In fact the other reading  

option for this day is taken from the 
Last Supper discourse.) Paradoxically, 

Jesus breathes forth the life of his Spirit at the moment of his 

death, and enables us to receive that Spirit through his sacrifice  
on the Cross. 
 

   Second, this particular giving of the Holy Spirit is specifically for 

the Apostles. This is when we see them receive a special power—the 
power of absolution of sins, a power hitherto reserved to God.                

But this is a gift that the Apostles handed down to their                          
successors. God has chosen to communicate himself through               

his priests, and we are blessed to frequent the sacraments as        

an ever-available spring of life. 
 

   Finally, while there is certainly a clerical aspect to this reading, 
we should be reminded that for the laity, the power of forgiveness is 

a special grace of the Holy Spirit. When we struggle to “forgive 
those  who trespass against us,” the Holy Spirit is always ready to 

assist us. What we are powerless to do alone, he will do in us.
