Advertisement  

Create a ‘professional’ 
poster (poster size or 
at least 11 x 14) that 
advertises the books.   
Include title, a picture, 
summary, a price and 
a way to convince 
people to buy it! 
 

Video Game  

Design a video game 
based on the book. 
Show how it works, 
what are the rules?  
What would the player 
have to do? How 
would they earn points 
and win? Assemble 
and write directions. 

Comic Book  

Imagine the character 
is a Marvel or DC 
superhero. What would 
his name be? What 
would his superpower 
be? Include a picture 
and write a short story 
about him. 

Song  

Write a song or create 
the music soundtrack 
for these books.  You 
can use your favorite 
song and change the 
lyrics. Prepare to share 
why you chose the 
music that you did and 
play it for the class. 
 

Movie  

You are the producer 
for the movie. Who 
would play the main 
character and minor 
characters? Draw the 
scenes and write a 
short script. 

Create a New 

Choose an object that 
was in the story.  
Redesign it, draw a 
large, technical 
diagram and label all 
the parts.  Explain why 
you chose this and 
how specifically this is 
better or improved 
from the book. 

Dear …  

Write a letter to the 
author explaining what 
you would like to 
happen in another 
book-explain how your 
idea would help 
develop the character, 
why it would be a 
great addition.  Letter 
needs to follow the 
correct format.  A copy 
will be shared with the 
class. The original will 
be mailed to the 
author. 

Poem  

Write a poem about 
one of the characters 
in the story.  The 
poem should be 
presented 
‘professionally’. 
Separately, draw a 
picture of the 
character you chose. 

Reporter  

You are asked to 
interview one 
character from each of 
the stories.  Write out 
at least ten questions 
to compare outlooks/ 
opinions/ and 
experiences of each. 
Act out the interview 
with a friend asking a 
minimum of five 
questions during the 
interview. 

Create One 
 
Create a project that 
you can demonstrate 
knowledge of the 
books you’ve read.  
Outline what the 
project entails and 
discuss with Mrs. 
George to get 
approval.
