When we arrived at the seminary in 
1984 there was a sea of people 
standing in the auditorium. More 
than 1000 pupils, along with their 
parents and guardians. There was a 
kind of commotion and noise but the 
seminarians were at work registering 
and assigning an examination hall to 
each new student. My father called 
me to the side and asked me if I 
could look around the auditorium. I 
looked around and he asked, what 
did you see? I said, people. He               
continued, within this group you 
will have priests, bishops, cardinals, 
doctors, lawyers, engineers, thieves, 
brigands, pilots, and many more, but 
the choice depends on you and what 
you want to be. He took me to the 
exam hall and dropped me off. From 
that point, I challenged myself that I 
would become a priest. After the 
exam, only 250 pupils passed the 
exam. Two weeks later we came 
back for the final interview and 150 
kids made the list to start seventh 
grade. I always think about the 850 
kids that didn’t make it on the first 
attempt. Going further, only 24 out 
of the 150 were ordained in 2003. I 
still remember the words of my              
father although nobody in that class 
has yet become a bishop or a                       
cardinal, many doctors, lawyers, and 
engineers came out of that class. 
  
When I look at today’s reading from 
the Book of Revelation, John was 

talking about that great multitude of 
people who have survived the time 
of great distress and have washed 
their robes. I look back on the 18 
years of seminary training. How 
many were expelled and how some 
survived expulsion by whiskers? In 
our class we had very bright kids 
who did not get to the end, also we 
had not very smart kids who got  
ordained. We all struggled and 
worked hard hoping that we could 
get to the end. The Book of                    
Revelation said that from every          
nation (developed and developing), 
race (Black, brown, white), people 
(male and female), and tongue 
(English, Igbo, Tagalog, Ilocano, 
Bahasa, Javanese, Mandarin,                
Cantonese, and many more) were 
before God’s throne and worship 
him day and night in his temple.  
 
Do not worry about your                         
inadequacies. Present yourself and 
wash yourself in the blood of the 
lamb and God will do the rest. You 
are among the multitude selected to 
stand before the throne. Do not           
exclude yourself.

The Readers Digest version is that 
the Santa Clara Lions Club donated 
a 16-foot granite Cross to the City 
of Santa Clara that was installed in 
Memorial Park (at the intersection 
of De La Cruz and Martin) that 
was removed in 2016 due to a 
Freedom from Religion Foundation 
issue.
