For a long time, I did not pray the rosary because I 

would get so distracted that I convinced myself that there was no value in my trying to 

pray the rosary. My point is that we can deceive ourselves or let the evil one deceive us in 

a way that God’s grace is blocked in our lives. As we approach Lent, it would be an 

excellent time to pray for the grace to open our hearts to the grace of the Sacraments we 

have received and to remove all that stands in the way of that grace in our lives. God 

bless you and draw you to Himself!
